any one team. The first team selec-
tion presented herewith represents as
many different Institutions as there
are man-eleve- n of them.

In making this round-u- p wc do not
mean to differ with those capable citi-
zens who select for Instance a couple
of Harvard or Cornell mea for the
cloven. Wo agree that Shelton of
Cornell and Soucy of Harvard are as
valuable ends as Hlggins of Pennsyl-
vania State and Heymau of Wash-
ington and Jefferson. Having seen all
four play, we bellovo it is about a

toss-up- , .and therefore show favor to-

wards Hlggins and Heyman hecause
they add a hit more representative
ring to tho tune. You can't keep
Mahan of Harvard off tho team, and
the samo goes for Barrett of Cornell,
so their mates must suffer. Gilman of
Harvard at tacklo is just as capablo
as a tackle as tho men chosen. Mc-
Ewan, the Army center, and Cool,
tho Cornell conter, aro rucn who seem
to rank about even with Bob Pack of
Pittsburg, but aro dropped dojvn low-
er because they have mates on the
team.

There is no need to argue why Ed-
die Mahan is named for fullback. He
was tho greatest football player of
the year. OHphant, of the Army, was
the wholo works In tho game with
tho Navy last woek and shone con-
sistently for his team throughout the
season. Wilkinson waB half the Syra-cus- o

backfleld', tho star of a brilliant
team Barrott showed such unusual
ability that many compare him in
value "with Mahan, which 1b sufficient
praise for any man.

McCreight of Washington and Jef-
ferson got a lot of credit for great for-
ward passing during the year, but his
team mates confide that a bunch of

Then, not even knowing who are tho
best men In the west, it is Impos-
sible for him to compare the western
stars with the easterners. In reports
of western games certain names havo
appeared with greater frequency than
others and certain men havo heen
spoke of as the stars of games. Some
of these names have been inserted
hre and there in the teams that aro
ranked third, fourth, fifth and sixth.
This does not mean that we place
them below the easterners In our es-

timation. It means simply that we
are trying to record tho names of a
few stars from other sections.

Wo don't hellove any particular
faUlt will be found with the players
on team number one. Some may dis-
pute the naming of ono fellow on the
second team Miller of Columbia, at
quarterback. It has been a year of
great quarters and Miller Is on a par
with any except Barrett in our opin-
ion. Ho is tho leading field goal
kicker of the year. Guernsey of Yale
kicked a longer goal his d one,
but Miller put one ovor from the d

line that won the New York uni-
versity game in the last moment of
play. He also kicked four goals in
the Wesleyan contest, as well as
eight moro during the earlier games
of tho season. A fino open field run-
ner and general, he justly deserves
his place.

HOW YACHT RACES

BECAME POPULAR

First Race Held on Shrewsbury.
River, New Jersey in 1845

Fastest First Class Boat
Built by Capt. Allaire

in 1840.

Ited Bank, N. J., Dec. 4. With tho
opening of tho iceboat season on the
Shrewsbury river, interest is taken
here in an account of how tho sport
started. Capt. George D. Allaire of
Red Bank, it is now conceded, built
and sailed tho first ico yacht ever
used in Now Jersey.

Allaire was not really a captain hy
occupation, but in the olden days al-

most ovory man who followed the
wator, either for a livelihood or for
pleasure, was known as captain. It
was in January, 1840, that Now Jer-
sey's first Ice yacht maao Its initial
appearanco on tho Ice on tho North
Shrewsbury river opposite Oceanic,
which at that time was known as Fort
Washington. Ico yachting in Jersey
up to that time, according to tht rec-
ords, had never been heard of. Tho
first intimation Captain Allalro had
"m aJU.Wa-- tl (.. I VAldkU M 4.10 I u. Lilt;

winter of 1S39. He had been to Al
bany and was on his way homo when,
In gazing from the window of the
passtnger coach In which ho was rid-
ing near Nowburgh, ho spied a man
attempting to sail a ciudely

craft over the ice.
Being of a mechanical turn, Allaire's

curiosity was aroused, so ho left tho
train and went on the ico to get a
closer, view of the strango invention.
Several others who saw the craft also
loft tho train on a sightseeing mis-
sion. The owner of the contrivance,
whoso name does not appear on the
records, told Allaire that ho had built
the boat from old boxes and boards
and that this was its fiist appear-
anco on tho ice.

All hands wero takon out for a sail,
out in ino opinion or Allaire the cratt
was not a success from a speed point
of view. lit remained at Newburgh
several days, and each day he went
for a sail with Ills now-foun- d friend.
On reaching homo he cut down sev-
eral trees from the lumber, of which
ho built an ico yacht of his own

The boat was built much after
tho same fashion of the yachts of to-
day, with the exception that the cock-
pit was box shaped instead of oval, I

with low sides, such as the modern
boats aro now using News of the!
strange craft soon spread, and within
a few days after its first appearanco
hundreds of persons from all over the
state visited Red Bank to see the
boat.

Several years later Allaire became
as fascinated with the sport of ice
yachting that ho gave up teaching
school In the old one-roo- school-hous- e

here during the winter and de-
voted his time to iceboat building.
Many of his creations sold at a good
iprofif. Following in the footsteps of
Capt. Allaire, Sam Morford, Tom and
Davo MInton and John Scott, all de-
ceased, built boats of their own.

Tho first race between these boats
and this was tho first race of itskind ever held in the stato took

place on the river here in 1S45. Davo
Stephans and Nathan Cook were also
Ice yacht enthusiasts in tho early
forties. Stephans built tho first four-runn-

yacht, but It never proved aracing success. The two front run-
ners worked on an axle, while the two
in the rear worked on a swivel, thus
doing away with the single type of
rudder. Stephans, a cobbler by trade ;

invented the guttered runners,' whichtype Is still In use on some boats
In these days ice yachts woro not

named as they dre today. The firstyacht salllntr under a nnmo m.,,. .,,
cd by Capt. James B. Weaver of thisplace, owner of the fastest first-clas- s

ice yacht boat in the world, the Scud,
This was about forty years ago, and
the boat was called Hubbard's BridgeDuring the same year Capt. Charles
Throckmorton, a real sea captain,
made a 'boat named the Sea Eagle
Among the oldest boats in tho coun-try which are still In use aro Capt
Weaver's Scud and Kitty, Capt. Geo.Coley's Rocket, Archie Rogers' JackFrost, James Doughty's Dreadnaught
and J. A. Roosevelt's Icicle

Two years ago It was Stalllngs' en-gineering skill, Imaginative, as many
thought, which enabled him to takeup castoff players from other clubsand mould them together with whatrather speculative talent lie had anddevelop not only a pennant winner ottho National league, but a world's se

ries victory of tho most sensational
kind.

Georgo Stalllngs is not only a pro-
gressive manager, but ho Is also a
student of conditions. Ho is a close
observer of his own team, but also
sizes up tho weaknesses of his op-
ponents and Is thereby always ready
to take advantage by springing some-
thing new. Because this is frequent-
ly what no other manager thinks of, It
becomes spectacular and consequently
catches the basoball public.

It was Georgo Stalllngs who was
moro responsible for the Braves com-
ing through only a year ago with a
team that beat the far-fame-d and
Imagined unbeatablo Athletics, than
Johnny Evans, Rudolph, James or
Gowdy. Thcro woro merely tho .pawns.
IIo was tho pne who by his person-
ality Impressed his "pawns" with the
Idea they were invincible. Stalllngs
told them they were, and they believed
him. It was a miracle ho attempted,
and ho got away with it. Hence ho
was well named.

But that strain ho put on his play-
ers by making them bellovo they woro
somothlng they knew they were not
was too much for tho players but
not for him.

The Braves weakened last year, but
not their manager, the "Mlraclo Man."

Those membors of his world's cham-
pionship team who showed they could
not stand up under the strain he will
doubtless let go. Ho will tako on
new players whom ho thinks will be
ablo to go through with a similar rush
next season, as did his world's cham-
pions of 1914.

FRENCH AVIATOR

GAINS A VICTORY

Paris, Dec. 3, 5:50 p. m. Details of
the aerial duel in which a German
aeroplane was hrought down into tho
sea off the Belgian coast on Novem-
ber 28 wero given by the French avi-
ator who performed the feat.

"Although it was very cold on that
Sunday morning," said the aviator, "T

set out on an aeroplane of the latest
model, having with me as observer
Second Lieutenant M , justly rec-
ognized as one of our best marks-
men,

"As wo approached tho Dixmude-Yprc- s

sector, my attention was at-
tracted to a German aeroplane of the
Albatross type. I headed for it, but
tho enemy machine flew toward the
sea."

The two machines were soon
high above the sea, each using

machine guns. Describing the ma-
neuvers during the duel, the aviator
continued: "I flew straight for a
hundred yards and then dropped 30
yards under tho Albatross, manipulat

ing ray machine so that tho speed con. ' I
