REMOVING CARBON DEPOSITS
I Wo have an auto that haa run a
I little over 10,100 miles without the
1 engine being cleaned of carbon. What
I I want to know Ifl this: Is thero a
I carbon remover on the market that
I will do the work without tearing tho
R engine down? If there Is, would you
I please Inform me whore I can get it?
B I have trlod water, but either I don't
R know Just how to use it or don't use
R enough, or something is wrong.
I The engine la very dirty. Wo can

speed up to twenty-five- - miles per
hour, then it begins to miss flro and
can't catch fire regularly again until
you almost stop and start pulling hard,
or until it gives a loud explosion; then
It will pull all right as long as it haa
to pull rather hard. It pulls best

I on on e at about fifteen miles
per hour. Is It carbon causing this?
Would you advise tearing down or

r using a decarbonize?
Is carbon remover a good

I kind to use? I see somo magazines

I Answered Kerosene is commonly
I usod to remove tho carbon deposits
1 from gasolino engines, but it is most
I effective when used ibeforo tho carbon
I has hardened and 'baked tight to the
U walls of the cylinder head. There are
I a gTeat many compounds on the mar- -
I ket for removing carbon deposits
R from engines. If you use one of

these be carefud to got one that comes
I to you well recommended. Water Is
5 not considered a decarbonizing agent,
I but it will, if properly used, prevent
I an engine, especially a kerosene
I engine, from becoming carbonized as
I much as It would bo if water was not
I used. But no automobile are equlp- -

ped to use water. A car which has
I run 10,000 miles should be taken down
3 and have the carbon carefully scrap- -

ed out. and be overhauled as well
E The carbon deposit Is not causing
! your engine to miss. This might be

caused by one of several things. Your
I carburetor might be out of adjust- -

j ment so that too lean a mlxturefk
i provided at high speeds or the carburc- -
I tor might be dirty, or the trouble 13
R In the ignition system. More than

likely the last menlioned Is your
I trouble.
I If the timer or distributor is dirty
3 or gummed up it will not work at
. hlirh snppris inrl will stink sr ns to

give this characteristic action. If
tho contact points are worn they will
probably cause the engine to misfire
at high speeds.

Would advise that an engine that
has traveled 10,000 miles should be
overhauled before being put through
another long season's work.

DEFECTIVE CLUTCH BAND

(1) I have a . . . j . car. When I put
my foot on the clutch it always Jolts
and jars. It does not grip smoothly.
The clutch band is hard and glossy

(2) Can I use a clutch band that i:

inter woven with brass wire?
(3) Can I get a softer band 7

(4) Can I use a Btrip of leather for
clutch bands? P. Bros.,

Answer (1 Tho low speed band
on this car will grip and cause the
Jolts and Jars you speak of if It is
too loose. When the band is too
loose the end of the 'band must be
pushed past the point above the cen-
ter of the drum when starting tho
car, and this causes the gripping.
Tighten the band by screwing In the
adjusting bolt, which will bo found
on the sido of the transmission case.
If this will not Improve matters a
new band lining is necessary.

(2) Having a clutch band Inter-
woven with brass wire would be of
doubtful benefit If strands of the
brass should break out there is a
great possibility that they will work
around into the magneto and short
circuit a part of 1L

(3) My experience with these cars
leads me to say that a softer band,
unless it would be a leather one,
would be impracticable.

(4) (Leather makes very good band
linings. Care must be "taken, how-
ever, to see that good, smooth leath-
er of uniform thickness and of the
very best grade is used, and It must
bo well stretched when riveted on the
band or it will give trouble.

RELINING TIRES
(1) Does It pay to put rellnings in

auto tires that are about half worn?
(2) If so, how much will It be likely

to prolong the life of the tires?

one just lining the Inside of the cas-

(5) Does the extra weight make any
difference in the driving of the car?

(6) How are the liners fastened In?

Answer (1) There Is a great dif-

ference in opinion as to the useful-
ness od rellners, and at the present
time their use Is not as prevalent
time their uso is not as prevalent as
It was a few years ago. If the fabric
of tho tire shows some weak spots
a reliner is often a good thing. It
reinforces the fabric of the lire and
takes somo of the strain off the weak
placs. As long as the fabric of a
tiro Is in good condition It is not ad-

visable to use rellners, and many mo-

torists prefer to have a weak spot In
the fabric patched rather than use
rellners.

(2) The increased mileage obtain-
able from a tire using a reliner Is
problematical. It will depend upon
the condition of the tire fabric when
the reliner is applied and tho amount
of abuse It receives In most tires,
reliners will increase the mileage

sconslderably, yet in some cases they

do not seem to lengthen the life of
the tire at all

(3) Yes The strength of the tire
lies in its fabric, and If that is re-
inforced there will be less liability
of a blowout But at best there will
be a slight rubbing between the

and the tire. This means fiic- -

tlon, heating and wearing of the re- -

liner and the fabric, so If the Ure is,
thoroughly sound the benefits are,
In my estimation, more than made
up for by this increased wear.

4) Tho more the Inside surface of
the tire Is covered with the reliner,
the more It will be reinforced, and
this will mean the least slipping be-
tween the reliner and the casing.

(5) At ordinary driving speeds the
reliner will have no noticeable ef--
feet on the driving Qualities of the
car.

(6) A reliner Is placed smoothly
inside the casing. The air pressure
in the tire holds it in place.

ASSOCIATION FULLS

FOUL OF 1LI
President of International
Automobile League and Rep-

resentatives Indicted by
the Grand Jury of

Uniontown, Pa.

(From the Motor World.)
Uniontown, Pa., March 10. The

grand Jury has indicted A. C. Bidwell,
president of the International Auto-

mobile League, Buffalo, N. Y., and two
of Us representatives, Harry Amos
Van Auken and F. A. Chapman, on
charges of conspiracy and obtaining
money under false pretenses. Bidwell
and Van Auken are at large; Chap-
man la under arrest.

The Standard Automobile Garage,
this city, charges that Van Auken,
exhibiting a power of attorney signed
by A. C. Bidwell and an UlinolB
Burety bond, agreed to furnish an Il-

linois surety bond lu the amount the
garage would pay for a jobber's con-
tract issued by the I. A. L. Howover,
upon accepting this contract, which
purported to enable tho garage to pur-
chase accessories and supplies at from
10 to 33 1--3 per cent of tho manufac-
turer's wholesale price, the bond
which was returned was not an Illi-

nois surety bond but a bond of. the I.
A. L., which was almost an exact imi-
tation of an Illinois suretv bond.

An investigation by the garage
proved, It states, that the league haa

. no contracts with manufacturers of
standard supplies and accessories, and
the league denleB Van Auken's author-
ity, in spite of the power of attorney
he carried.

Richard H. Lee, chairman of the
A. A. A. legislative board and presl-- j
dent of the Cleveland (Ohio) Auto-- I
mobile club, states In tho Ohio Motor-Ma- t:

"Owing to tho great number of In-
dividuals throughout tho United
States who have at one tlrao or an-

other contributed to tho International
Automobile League, Ino., of Buffalo,

X. Y , considerable interest displayed
in developments at St John, New
Brunswick. Canada, where two agents
of the International nnmed Harold
Cottrell and Roy Grey, are under ar-
rest charged ath receiving money
under falso pretenses

The attorney general, upon the
opening ot court, moved to have tho
prisoners who were represented by
counsel, Immediately enter pleas of
guilty Thev were not prosecuted on
the other ten counts charged against
them. The Judge suspendod the pass-
ing of any sentence and let the pris-
oners go on a recognizance of $1,000
each and warned them that they must
refrain from acting as agents of the
International Automobile League.
