The sxecutions were to take plnoe
with due eeremony and thousands
wera expectéd to witness them.

A telegram recejved today by Gen-
ergl Gavira, commander of the Juarez
garrison, from General Gutierrez, mili-
tary governor of Chlhuahua, stated
that [.opez bad been absolutely jdenti-
fied. Lopez's Initialse were found on

Acording to them, the bandit
now has some 300 followers and will
be joined later by Pedro Bracamonte
of the Torreon district who has 1,500
men, and General Banuelos, whoso
command numbers 15,000, These per-
sons &ay that the peace negotiations
initiated by Canutn Reyes are intend-
od to draw General Trevino, the Car-
ranza commander at Torreon, Into a
trap and that Reyes expects to join
forces ultimately with Villa,

Peons Belleve Villa Dead.
