DRY CLEANING CORDUROY.
Lay the garmont out smooth and

taut upon a table covered with white
cloth. Add a teaspoon of fine, per-
fectly dry salt to two cups of poydered
starch, and with a soft, clean complex-
ion brush go over the corduroy, not
missing a thread. Blow off the loose,
powder when you have treated every
part, and work in a fresh supply.
Leave this on, covering the coat to
keep out the dust, aud do not uncover
for two days. Then blow off the pow-
der and brush the coat free of every
sign of it. Or boraclc talcum may be
substituted for the salted starch. Sift
this thickly over the corduroy, and
"massage" it with the powder well
and steady for ten minutes, renewing
the talcum as it is worked in. Blow
off the loose powder and work fli an-
other supply. Put in a box with close
cover and do not open for three daj's.
Then brush off the talcum and shake
well.

Strawberry Sauqe.
Cream two tablespoons of butter,

add gradually one cup of powdpred
sugar and a little lemon juice. Beat
in crushed berries and serve cold, or
uieit ine Ducter over not water and
serve hot

Steamed Strawberry Pudding.
Make a soft dough with one cup of

milk and one pint of flour in which
has been sifted two level teaspoons of
baking powder and a little salt. Put
a spoon of the dough into well greas-
ed cups, then a spoon of strawberries,
then another of dough. Steam for
twenty minutes.

Strawberry Whip.
Rub a quart of strawberries through

a fine strainer and add powdered su-
gar to taste. Beat the whites of three
eggs to a very stiff froth and mix im-
mediately with the mashed berries
and put in a quick oven. Cook for
fifteen or twenty minutes according to
the degree of heat In the oven and
serve as soon as baked. A souffle of
this kind is always more delicious if
baked in a low baking dish.

System Succeeds Luck In Fruit
Canning.

The modern housewife has almost
completely eliminated "luck" In fruit
preserving operations. Where her
grandmother worked blindly by rule
of thumb methods, with the haunting
fear ever present that with all her
pains much of the fruit might spoil,
the present day housewife goes about
the work confident of success. The
difference is due to four things-Knowledg- e

of the work of the bacteria
that cause fruit to ferment, a reason-
able degree of cleanliness, wise dis-
crimination in selecting the methods
for the different fruits, and the use
of a .few cheap but indispensable in-
struments.

The syrup method of canning may
be illustrated with Btrawberries. Se-
lect firm berries slightly underripe,
wash and stem them, and place them
in jars thnt have been sterilized by
boiling In water for fifteen minutes.
Shako tho berries down in the jars,
but do not presB them. Place a new
rubber on one jar, fill the par to oyer-flowin- g

with a heavy syrup boiling
hot, and seal it at once. The jar may
be placed in a plate to catch the over-
flow syrup.

It need hardly ba said that selecting
and handling the delicate early fruits
Is a matter of great Importance. Fruitslightly underripe is to be preferred,

as it contains more acid than ripe
fruit. Any fruit not firm is unfit for
canning, but overripe and partially
decayed fruit may be used for jelly
making, butters and jams. If pos
sible the fruit should be canned tho
same day it is picked. All fruit should
be washed carefully; this is best done
by lifting it In and out of water sev-

eral times. Under no circumstances,
however, should It be allowed to stand
In water; this causes softening with
consequent loss of shape and flavor

Through an explosion of a dynamite
cap, Armond Blgler, nine-year-ol- d son
of Mr. and Mrs. A. A. Bigler, S35
Twenty-firs- t street, was seriously in-

jured yesterday, afternoon. The acci-

dent happened about 1 p. m., on the
bluff overlooking the river, on the
north side of the grounds of the State
School for the Deaf and Blind. In
the explosion, both of the boy"s
hands were badly mangled and one
of them, being forced back, struck
him in the eye, completely closing it.

The dynamite cap had been taken
from a box containing nineteen oth-
ers, which was found by j'oung Big-

ler, Edward Ryan and Harry Van
Komen, boys of his own age, near the
old sanitarium site at the mouth of
Ogden canyon. Prom the sanitarium
site, the boys wandered down to the
bluff near the state school. There
the Blgler boy took one of the caps
and, holding it on a rock with his left
hand, struck it with another rock
The explosion followed and the cries
of pain from the Injured child and
those of fear from his companions,
brought several older persons to the
scene.

The police were notified and Desk
Sergeant Barlow Wilson and Detec-
tive Grand Syphers answered the call,
going to the scene in the auto-patro- l.

They took the Bigler boy to the Dee
hospital and then returned to the
scene of the accident to Investigate.
They found the other nineteen dyna-
mite caps and learned from tho Ryan
and Van Komen boys where they had
been found then. Going to the old
sanitarium, the officers discovered a
box of dynamite and a quantity of
ruse in the brush.

It was stated last night by the par-
ents of the boys, that the parties re-
sponsible for leaving the explosives
in such an open place would be prose-
cuted, under provision of the state
law.

vard, endorsing the nomination of
Louis D. Erandels to the supreme
court. A. Lawrence Lowell, president
of Harvard, has joined with a group
of Boston attorneys in opposing con-
firmation.

Mr. Eliot's letter, written at Cam-
bridge, says:

"I have known Mr. Louis D. Bran-dei- s

for forty years and believe that
I understand his capacities and his
character. He was a distinguished
student in the Harvard law school, in
1875-7S- . He possessed by nature a
keen justice, quick and generous sym-
pathies, a remarkable capacity for
labor, and a character in which gentle-
ness, courage and joy in combat were
intimately blended.

HoncGty is Unquestioned.
"He has sometimes advocated meas-

ures or policies which did not com-
mend themselves to me: but I have
never questioned his honesty and sin-
cerity, or his desire for justice.

"Under present circumstances I be-

lieve that the rejection by the senate
of his nomination to the supreme
court would be a grave misfortune for
the whole legal profession, the court,
all American business and the coun-
try."

The judiciary committee will vote
on Wednesday on the nomination.
