FRENCH ADVANCE

IS NEAR PERONNE

Bottilng Up the Great Strong-
hold of the Germans on

the Somme.

Paris, Oct. 19. Gradually thp
French are drawing their front closer
to Peronne in France. After Wednes- -

dav's advance along a mile front, be-

tween Biaches and La Maisonette,
west of the Somme, an attack launch-
ed Thursday was rewarded with fur-

ther gains, which virtually brings
them to the bank of the stream.

North and east of Sallly'Salllescl,
where the French have advanced
their line in the last few days, the
Germans have made violent counter-
attacks, which were repulsed by the
French.

Berlin admits that in their attacks
on the Sars-Morv- front the British
captured German positions, but says
they were later retaken.

Except for a slight gain by the
British at Butte DeWarlencourt in the
repulse of a German counter-attac- k

there, comparative quiet prevailed.
No decisive results have been

achieved in the violent fighting that
has been going on for several clays
In Volhynia and Galicia. Petrograd
says that near Kiselin and Svlniusky
in" Volhynia, attacks by the Teutons
were repulsed, while Berlin records
the capture of Russian trenches on
the western bank of the Stokhod and
the repulse with heavy casualties of
Russian attacks near Bubnbw.

South of Zborow in Galicia, sev-

eral enterprises have been carried out
successfully by the Austrlans. while
at other points Russian attacks were
put down.

In Transylvania, Rumanians have
taken the offensive at various points
and are now declared to be pushing
back their adversaries. Berlin, how-

ever, controverts this statement. .

Artillery duels are taking place in
the Austro-Italla- n theatre.
