According to the reports filed "with

the city recorder, three of the candi-

, filed reports of their expenditures, a3
provided by law in the new corrupt
practices act. This act provides that
tho statement of expenditures shall bo
filed on tho Saturday preceding any
election primary or general.

The law further slates. In section

vention, or primary election, or other-
wise, shall not be printed on the offi-
cial ballot for the ensuing election
unloss there have been filed by or on
bohalf of said candidate, and by his
personal campaign committee, if any,
tho statement of receipts and dis-
bursements relating to nominations re-

quired by this act."
This would tend to eliminate threo

of the candidates, if the law Is to bo
taken as a guide. It is likely that by
filing those reports today, the three
named candidates will be able to cor-ro-

their tardiness.
The report of O. A. Kennedy, secre-

tary of tho personal campaign commit-
tee for each of the four candidates
running on the Socialist ticket, which
was filed today, shows that up to Sat-
urday the total expenditures of tho
Socialists amounted to 545.00. Tho in-

Ranson, for commissioner, four-yea- r

term, 57.55; George L. Malan, for
auditor, $9.75. and TV. J. Stone, for
municipal judge. $6.95.

Sixty-seve- n Lives Lost When
Army Transport Antilles

Went Down.

ONE UNACCOUNTED FOR

One Hundred Seventy Sur-

vivors of the Deadly German
U-Bo- at Torpedo.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 22. Sixty-seve- n

lives were lost when tho array
transport Antilles went down on last
Wednesday by the torpedo of a Gcrr
man submarine. The official list of
casualties, cabled today by General
Pershing, shows sixty-seve- n lost, sur-
vivors 170, and one unaccounted for.

The casualty list shows that not all
tho lost were Americans. The firemen,
of whom many probably wero killed by
the explosion, came principally from
Spain and Portugal. Some of tho non-
commissioned army officers, among the
American troops lost, were men of for-
eign birth. Two of them were Germans
by birth and now have mothers living
in Germany, one in Berlin and the oth-
er in Oldenburg.

General Pershing's report throws no
new light on the disaster and, so far
as known, neither a torpedo nor a sub-
marine was seen.

'DOUG' FAIRBANKS WILL BE IN

OGDEN AT 3:35 P.M., TUESDAY,

TO AID IN SELLING LIBERTY BONDS

Douglas Fairbanks, the incarnation
of "wim, wigor and witality," tho man
who puts pep Into everything and who
goes after what he gots, Douglas Fair-
banks, is now selling liberty bonds and
will bo in Ogden tomorrow afternoon
at 3:36 p. m. and will give an address.
He will appear in front of tho Union
depot on a plntfoim which has been
specially arranged and will address his
Ogden friends and inspire them with a
little of tho spirit which impelled him
to contribute $500,000 to the second
loan. Fairbanks is traveling westward
from Chicago and will be in Ogden
about thirty minutes.

During that time he proposes to sell
liberty bonds to Ogden people and will
probably do so, If the Fairbanks smile
and winning personality mean any-
thing off tho screen. This feature of
tho loan campaign will be a fitting op-

ener for tho last week of the drive in
Ogden. From now, until October 27,
Ogden will have to raiso a considerable-a-

mount of monoy for tho allot-
ment has not yet been realized and
hard, active work is necessary to get
tho desired results.

Complete reports have not been re-

ceived from tho city or county dis-
tricts, but reports from them indicate
that tho loan Is progressing fairly.
Small subscriptions are coming In at
a pleasing rate, but there is still need
pf'more general participation in the
loan. There is a vast number of peo-
ple who havo not been reached and
whoso subscriptions aro greatly desir-
ed and necessary to make the loan a
success.

Plans for a parade and patriotic cele-
bration for liberty loan day, October
24, have been abandoned because the
participation of soldiers from Fort
Douglas could not bo secured. It was
decided that a parade for tho liberty
loan campaign would not bo appro-
priate unless tho military was repre-
sented and, when it was found that
soldiers could not bo sent from tho
fort, despite the fact that transporta-
tion was assured by Ogden men, tho
parade feature of the national day was
oxcluded. There will probably bo spe-- k

cial programs in tho theaters for the
event.

Morgan county thus far has been the
surprise of the northern district Mor-
