JEWISH CHAPLAINS

IN U. S. SERVICE

PROVIDENCE, R ., May 30. Col.
Harry Cutler, president of the Jew-ls- h

Board for Welfare Work in the
United States army and na j has re-
ceived from Major S. Llpson, Senior
Jewish Chaplain, Home Forces, in
London, a letter telling how the Jew-
ish soldiers are teing administered to
in France and In England Major Hip-H- j

eon estimates there are more than 40,--

H j 000 Jews in the army and navy, but
many others are anticipated through
the plan to enlist Russian Jews.

"In France" the Inter reads, "the

senior Jewish chaplain, Maj. M Adler,
has under his control nine chaplains,
some stationed at the base and others
attached to armies up the line. Two
chaplains hnve been appointed for
duty in Egypt, thdr headquarters

'being Cairo and Alexandria. Onec hap- -

lain is the spiritual needs of
the Jewish soldiers in Saldnlkl and
another has bem appointed for duty
with the Australian troops.

"In the T'niied kingdom ther are
fourteon officiating clergymen. At Al-- I

dershot, one of the largest military
centers a chaplain holding milltan
rank devoted his whole time to the
needs of the troops. Similar arrange-
ments are now contemplated for other
military centers in this country, each
to have a chaplain's entire lime and,
energy.

"AS nfecessitated, chaplains will be.
nominated for service with the newly,
formed regiment composed mainly of
Jews of Russian nationality In the
event of any American military center
being formed here, it will afford me'
much pleasure to apply for authoritv
to enable' mp to arrange for American)
troops receiving spiritual ministration
until such time as chaplains may be
available from the I nited States

"I shall also be pleased to place at i

your disposal the extensive organiza-- l

tion of this committee in ronnection
with the visitation of sick and wound-
ed in hospitals in the United Kingdom,
and to furnish any information which
may be of interest to you as well as to
the relatives."

American-Buil- t Locomotives
Connect at Kalgan With

Caravans of Interior.

WASHINGTON May 80. West and
"Hsi aie meeting daih in the Orient,
where American - built locomotives
connect at Kalgan on the border of
Mongolia with caravans from the

of Asia.
Sieci rails have broken the artificial

boundary ol the Great Will of china,
which remains only a relic of the past,
while lone trains go puffins; through
B ninne underneath, bearing to the
sea priceless furs, rugs, wool and tur-
quoise, and tn the Interior the man u
factured products of the l mtcd States
and oher foreign nations.

The sfon of railroad development in
tho Orient and the possibilities open
there to American enterprise, are set
forth in a series of reports to the
Bureau of Foreign and Domestic Com
nierce lv Frank Rhea, formerly

with the Pennsylvania railroad
and the General Electric company,
who recently returned from a tour oS
special arent through ( hlna. Japan,
the Philippines, New Zealand and:
Australia.

In all Ohina there are only 6500
miles of railroad, of which ".800 miles
are Chinese government lines. Most
of the railroad development has beeu
in north and central China. All except
one of the government lines are Amer-
ican type, of ihe standard four feet,
eight and one half inch gauge and on
the line to Kalgan. which pierces far-the- r

Into ihe interior than any other.
60 Of the 06 locomotives are American
made Giant Mallet compound en
gines, each with a tractive effort of
88,000 pounds, parallel the Great Wall

Mongol horses and the queei

camcl-dia- n e.'.ris of Mongolia at Kal-
gan, which is one of the strangest and
greatest markets of the world.

Japan has about 6n" miles of rail-
road, which cost $90,000 a mile to
build through the Bteep mountains of
Nippon All of it Is government owned
and organized on a military basis, like
the German roads, each employe hav-
ing distinct rank and being responsible
to his superiors like a soldier. Many
electric lines are being built in Japan
Locomotives and electrical equipment
have been purchased from the United
States, but freight and passenger carfl
havi been bought largely in England
or built at home, because the roods
are of three feet, six Inch gunge. The
Japanese government is considering
widening the railroads to standard
guage as a military measure, at a cost
equal to the original construction.

In the Philippines, American equip-
ment has been used except on tlv- Is-

land of Luzon, where the railroads
wi re built by British capital All the
roads are organized on the English
system. In the hill countrv of the is-

lands, where official society spends the
hot season, American motor busses are
used.

Australia and New Zealand have fol-

lowed theii mothi c country in building
railroads A peculiar feature of the
Australian roads is that, in the total
of 24,000 miles, there are throe differ
enl guagea and in onlv one instance
do any two states have connecting
lines of the same guage. A traveler
from Brisbane to Perth must change
cars eight times.

The disadvantage ir different track
widths in the Orient was strikingly 11- -

lustrated when there was talk of Japan
undertaking operations against the
German in Russia in discussing
plans, it was brought out that the rail-
road from Port Arthur and Dairen,
which the Japanese forces probablv
would use to reach Chang Chun, the,
connecting point with the trans conti-
nental line, is five feet three inches
wide. Trains cannot be transferred
from one line to the other and In an-- ,

operations there would be much loss of
time in unloading and loading equip-
ment.

Great difficulty also was experienced
in adapting for American use locomo-
tives manufactured in this country fori
shipment to the Russians at Vladivos-tock- ,

but which were held when peace
was concluded with Germany.

America's best opportunities for the
sale of railroad and electrical equip-
ment in the Orient were found by Mr.
Rhea to be in China, which has less
equipment per mile of railroad than
any other nation in the world The
Chinese roads earn about $15,000 gold
per mile, as much as the American
roads, which they are enabled to do
through greater efficiency in handling
their meager amount of rolling stock
The cycle of use of freight cars is
about six days, as compared with 15
days in America Demurrage is fixed
at $10 for even 12 hours of daylight,'
so there is no delay in unlqading. Jap- -

an in the future probably will be more
of a competitor than a customer of the
United States, owing to the tremen- -

dous Industrial expansion in progreos
there. Much of their raw material

still will be purchased from Ihe United
States but an even greater amount
will be obtained in China. Korea, and
Manchuria, where Japanese capital ii
developing rich coal and Iron deposits
Abundant and cheap coolie labor is
available. Extension of railroads in the
Philippines will be limited by the
small size of the glands, compared
with other countries. Encland probab-
ly will continue to supply her
colonies with the bulk of their railroad
purchases.
