It
follows;

"The department of slato has now
received several telegrams from Con-

sul General Poole at Moscow concern-
ing recent ovents in that city. Follow-
ing is a summary of them. One of the
telegrams, similar in character to a
previous message received through
other channels, states that on July 29

Lenino declared repeatedly before an
official gathering of tho sovicls that a
state of war existed between the Rus-
sian ropublic and the allied powers.
Because of this the diplomatic repre-
sentative in Moscow of Great Britain
and the consular representatives of
Franco, Italy and the United States
visited the commissariat for foreign
affairs and inquired if Lenlne's dec-
laration should be deemed a declara-
tion of war involving tho rupture of
do facto relations and the departure of
the consul. Tcherin said that it need
not be so understood, that it was a
state of defense rather than a state
of Avar, and that the government de-
sired to continue Its relations with the
entente as it did with Germany under
nnalagous circumstances. Tho consuls
demanded that to be acceptable and
must be publicly made by the head
of tho government himself. They also
pointed out that the question was

from that of the departure!
of the members of the formor military
mission. After having agreed to facili-
tate the departuro of theso porsons, in
accordance with international law, the
government, they said, had raised ab-

solutely Inadmissiblo objections. Tho
foreign representatives also stated
that they could not see in this attitude
anything but confirmation of Lenlne's
declaration of tho existence of a state
of war. Tchitcherin said that ho would
give a reply within three days.

"On the night of August 2 a reply
was received from Tchitcherin. It
stated that inasmuch as Lonine's ut
terances wore made bohind closed
doors in a meeting at which an agent
of the allies could bo present only
owing to a special courtesy on the part
of tho soviet government, public ex-
planations could not be given about
non-publ- utterances. As to the mem-
bers of the military missions Tchitch-
erin said that negotiations had begun
with the German authorities to pro-
cure safe passago from Petrograd to
Stockholm for theso officers, passage
through Archangel being imposslblo
because British cruisers had already
begun tho bombardment of tho islands
covering Archangel. A third report
from Consul General Poole refers to
tho arrests of British and-Frenc- h citi-
zens at Moscow. On the afternoon of
August 6th there was a conference be-
tween Tchitcherin and the consuls
general of Japan, Sweden and the
United States with the following re-
sults:

Conflicting Rules Laid Down
"First. Tho soviet government gave

solemn assurances that allied porsons
having diplomatic of unofficial char-
acter would not bo molested; second,
Tchitcherin stated that the allied mil-
itary missions would not be allowed to
depart as had already been promised;
third, that civil persons arrested were
hostages for the lives of soviet mem-
bers in territory occupied by the al-
lies. Tchitcherin said that these per-
sons are civil prisoners arrested, in
accordance with the practices of war,
for internment. He added that no re-
sponsibility could be assumed for their
future safety because Great Britain
and France had attacked Archangel
without a declaration of war.

"Mr. Poole stated that he was with-
out knowledge of what had taken place
In the north but warned Thcitcherin
that the, peoples of the allied nations
could not be intimldadted and that the
initiation of a system of reprisals by
the soviet government could only re-
sult in individual members of the" gov-
ernment being held personally respon-
sible, and in the loss by the Bolshe-
vik cause of whatever respect it might
now have in the minds of the civilized
world.

"A fourth message from Mr. Poole,
dated August 6. states that the au-
thorities forcibly entered the consu-
lates general of France and England
on the afternoon of the fifth and ar-
rested the consuls general and their
staffs. At three o'clock on the mor-
ning of the sixth, the consuls general
and part of their staffs were released
through the untiring good offices of
the Swedish consul general. Mr. Poole
stated that a guard remained around
both consulates and would not per-
mit British or French nationals to ap-
proach. Mr. Poole pointed out that
tho acts occurred immediately follow-
ing the solen.n assurance given by
Tchitcherin that all persons having
diplomatic or consular character would
be respected.

"Feeling that there wcro no assur-
ances that tho American consulate
general would not be violated at any
moment he destroyed his codes and
records. This, and the general situa-
tion, made it impossible to carry on
his functions and he accordingly asked
the Swedish consul general to take
over the protection of American in-
terests and at tho same time to re-
quest facilities of the soviet govern --

f incnt for the immediate departure of
, the American diplomatic and consular

staff. The allied consuls were doing
likewise.

"All steps were being taken for the
security of private American citizens
who had not been molested so far.
Mr. Poole added that departure would
probably bo by way of Petrograd and
Stockholm. At the instance of the
Swedish consul general the German

i embassy had already recommended to
the German government tho issuance
of tho necessary safe conduct.

"A fifth report stated that Mr.
Poolo has received from Mr. Norman
Armour, secretary of tho American
embassy, whom Mr. Francis left be-
hind at Volodga when he went to
Archangel, a telegram which stated
that an Instant from Kedroff, com-
missioner of tho people, had called to
see him and apparently representa-
tives of other embassies on the even-
ing of August 1. Tho emissary said

that he had been Instructed to ask tho
diplomats to go to Moscow as the
soviet authorities were unable to an-

swer for their safety in Vologda. Af-

ter expressing their thanks for tho
solicltudo shown Mr. Armour and his
colleagues referred the agent of the
soviet to their express instructions
from their ambassadors to remain in
Vologda for tho protection of their
nationals and pointed out the impos-
sibility of going to Moscow under un-

der any pretext whatover.
"Tho American minister to Sweden

has reported to tho department of
state that ho had been Informed by
tho Swedish foreign office that on
August 6 the Swedish consul general
at Moscow took temporary charge of
American as well as English and Japa-
nese interests "

PRAISES FRENCH

ARTILLERY

Writing from Paris on tho date of
the fall of the Bastile, LfeuL G. F.
Jensen, son of Prof. C. J. Jensen, of
Weber college, in a letter to his sister
lone, tells of meeting a child who had
lost his father and two brothers in tho
war, but had no complaint to make.
The letter follows:

"My dear folks: I really haven't any
news of interest; in fact I have none
of any kind. I have started my regular
work here and "am glad to again be in
the harness. The French school is cer-
tainly in a class by itself, being easily
the No. 1 artillery school in existance.
There is none of the usual bluff here
that Is common in the states among
students and instructors alike. That,
in Itself, makes the school decidedly
worth while. Then, again, there is
nothing lacking in the way of material,
horses, etc. Everything necessary is
here in abundance. Another thing is
the nearness to tho battle front, which
makes it possible for us to get the new
methods direct from the fight in a
hurry. The very spirit of the town of
Saumcn is military, as the school we
aro now at has been the French caval-
ry school for years and has been noted
as such all over the world. And they
havo some of tho best horses that I

have seen.
"Today has been rather uncertain

so far as weather conditions are con-
cerned. It has rained and shined al-
ternately all day. As this is the 14th
of July celebrating tho French nation-
al holiday (the fall of tho Bastile,
17S9,) the people are in town from all
over the country.

I "I really am in love with the country
here with the people, rather their
3pirit, becauso I know no persons.
They are showing a lovo for their
country that i3 wonderful to me. They
have suffered and are suffering at
present more than we over realize in
America. But there is no complaint. I
saw a little shaver of about ten years,
on the street today, down on tho banks
of the Loire river. He was telling me
of the death of his father and his two
brothers, and not a single word was a
complaint. Even ho understood, in his
way, tho causo of tho sacrifice. He
understood a little English and I un-
derstood about three words of French.
So we get along famously.

"I am feeling fine now. Of course
you may well imagine that I get lone
some but at tho same time I'll try and
stay happy. Please write often, "with
love. Your son and brother, (signed)
Fred."

ARGUMENTS ON

RUSSS1TLIAT10N

Intervention on the East Front
a Good Military Move to

Relieve West Front.

TOKIO, July 31. (Correspondence of
the Associated Press) One of the ar-
guments set forth here In favor of a
combined intervention by the Entente
Nations in Siberia was that It was im-

perative as a military diversion. The
European nations in the Entente were
represented as believing that if the
expeditionary forces did not penetrate
into Russia as far as tho old 'battle
line on the eastern front, it would
nevertheless, relieve the French front
and force tho Germans again to pre-
pare to meet an adversary on the eas-
tern front.

It was urged here that an expedi-
tion composed of forces of the leading
Entente nntions would be absolutely
friendly toward Russia and would rally
to its force Russian elements which
are believed to be bitterly opposed to
the German domination. It was also
contended that such an expeditionary
force would counteract tho economic
and industrial, as well as political,
penetration of Russia by the Germans.

The indicationsrero are that the
economic aspects of the war are at-
taining a very important stage and the
belief is expressed4 that if Russia is
left alono there Isdangor of her fall-
ing permanently under tho economic
grip of the Germans.

France, which has mado immenso
loans to Russia, was said hero to be-
lieve that a military movo from the
East, cautiously conducted, w.ould save
something to the entente of (heir tre-
mendous economic interests in Rus-
sia.

England was described as fearing
German advance , towards tho Indian
frontier and as feeling that a joint
intervention would protect the situa-
tion in that direction.

Japan and China, who aro now unit-
ed in a military agreement, have the
Interest of protecting themselves
against the advance of the German
menace to tho Far East and are be-
lieved to be sympathetic to any pro-
ject which would check possible eas-
tern aggressions.

Still another consideration raised
hero as justifying intervention is that
Germany is steadily employing Rus-
sians in her munition plants and gen-
eral enterprises connected with the
war and is thus ablo to relieve a large
number of her own citizens for ser-
vice on the western front. This de-
velopment is declared to be a new
menace which is liable to lengthen the
war. Advocates of intervention insist
that it should bo of a nature to hold
and reconstruct Russia.

From a military standpoint, it is
understood the Jpanese army Is ready
for any emergency.

As a prominent diplomat told the
correspondent, "Washington has only
to push the button and intervention
will come immediately."

The opponents of intervention ques-
tion its advisability. They think it
would be steadily opposed by the

DRAFTED MAN HAS

ARDUOUS JOURNEY

CAMP LEWIS, Tacoma, Wash., Aug.
Leland L. Hudson, a select from

Paxson, Alaska,. 200 miles north of
Fairbanks, is hero after a trip of more
than 3,000 miles in which he traveled
by dog team, buckboard, mail barge,
river steamqr, railway and coastwise
vessel.

Due to a mistaken idea on the part
of the registrar at Paxson that all men
who registered thero were obliged to
give their address in "the States" Hud-
son gave his mother's in Seattle. His
card was sent there and on May 22 he
was ordered byUho Seattle board to
report there for duty. Ho asked for
a two weeks' extension because a boat
did not leave Fairbanks until late in
June, but he received a reply to "take
the first train or be classed as a de-

serter." The nearest railway is at
White Horse, more than 1,200 miles
away.

Interesting to Examine Finan-
cing the War of Independ-

ence and Present Conflict

WASHINGTON, Aug. 1L At a time
when Americans aro thinking in war
terms of'billlons of dollars which must
be raised by domestic loans and taxa-
tion it is interesting to examine the
methods employed to finance "the first
American war tho war of independ-
ence.

The total cost of the revolution, not
Including the expenditures of tho in-
dividual stales, has been estimated at
about $S0,000.000, a good deal less
than one day's cost of tho present
war. Tho sum is truly insignificant
as compared with the $24 000,000,000
which will be required to finance
America's share of the present world
war during the coming year.

The thirteen colonies wore certain-
ly as unprepared to strike a decisive
blow for freedom as any country pos-
sibly could be, and the people, handi-
capped themselves at the very outset,
by denying to congress the power of
levying and collecting taxes which
would havo facilitated the raising of
war revenue.

The colonies would not bring them-
selves to the point of giving what they
considered too much power to a limit-
ed group of men representing central-
ized government, and while the con-
gress could enact legislation for an
army and navy, it could do no more
than make suggestions to tho various
states, regarding the manner in which
these fighting forces were to bo main
tained. As a result, there was a great
amount of governmental confusion,
and while at least three systems of
raising revenue were suggested, there
was no definite plan as to the Avay in

which these methods were to be ad-

justed to one another.
Greatest relianco was placed at firsl

upon tho issue of bills of credit; some
foreign loans were negotiated; domes
tic loans were mado and a nominal
sum was realized through taxes levied
by the states. The bills of credit, how
ever, rested upon what proved to be
an unsound basis.

Within a week after the battle ol
Bunker Hill, authority was given foi
an issue of ?2,000,000 in credit bills
and the amount to be redeemed be
tween 1779 and 1782 was carefully ap
portioned among the colonists- - Othei
issues followed, the total issue beinj
about ?2-l- l 552.7S0, but at no time was
that amount in circulation and seldon
was it acceptable at face value. Ii
1779 depreciation became very markec
and from January to May of that year
the value of the bills varied from 2(

to 1 to 3SMj to one.
The domestic loans were moro sue

cessful, although, with the exceptior
of one small loan for the purchase ol
gun powder in June, 1775; these were
not authorized until October, 177G
nearly a year and a half after the be
ginning of the revolution. The fail-
ure of the bills of credit and the pan
city of the revenue being secured
through taxation, led congress to au
thorizc tho borrowing of $5,000,000 ai
the rate of 1 per cent. The leaders
received Indented certificates which
may rightfully be considered the fore'
runners of tho Liberty bonds. It was
found necessary at a later period to
raise the interest rate to 6 per cent,
but through four loans the amount
realized was only $3,787,000. In Sep-
tember, 1777, the American envoys se-

cured the first loan from France, and
that resulted In such a stimulation of
the domestic loans, that from that
time until the loan offices were closed,
$7,GS4,000 In specie was subscribed.

The foreign loans obtained by the
struggling colonies during their war
for independence are particularly in-

teresting at the present time when
the United States is making such tre-
mendous loans to the various allied
countries. Through Benjamin Frank-
lin, Gouveneur Morris and others
funds were obtained either in loans
or subsidies from the governments of
France and Spain and from private
bankers In Holland. Franco granted
subsidies of 2,000,000 livres in 1777
and 6,000,000 livres In 1781. In all,
theso sums, which may bo regarded
as gifts, amounted to $1,996,500.

The United States borrowed from
Franco between 1777 and 1783 the to-

tal sum of $6,352,500, whilo Holland
loaned the struggling nation $1,301,-00- 0

and Spain furnished $174,117 a
total of $7,S30,517. Nor must It be
forgotten that France spent at least
$6,000,000 on the army which she sent
to the aid of the colonies.

At the beginning of 1784 ten years
after the declaration of independence

the indebtedness of tho national
government was $39,323,S86. This was
divided as follows: Foreign, $7,931,-886- ;

domestic loan certificates,
unliquidated certificates of

indebtedness, $16,70S,000; arrears of
Interest on domestic debt, $3,109,000-Thes-

figures arc trivial as compared
to those representing the Avar debt of
today, but this indebtedness weighed
far more heavily upon the people of
that timo than the tremendous expend-
iture of the present does upon the
American public today.

It was no small matter for the colo-
nials' and their descendants to so
shape the machinery of the govern-
ment that results could be obtained
smoothly and efficiently. Thero were
many ups and downs, successes and
failures, but the foundation laid in
those trying times In the foundation
upon which tho American financial
system rests at the present time, and
it IS because of tho solidity of that
foundation that the United States has
been enabled to take such an impor-
tant part in tho world struggle for de-- 1

mocracy.
