investigations, the recent trip was,
made and again Jt is the unanimous
conclusion that by all means the road
should become a state highway. The
trip was comfortably made in three
automobiles, leaving Ogden Saturday
afternoon and arriving at Bear Lake
the following day at about the noon
hour, the party camping over night on
the way to enjoy an outing In the
Strawberry valley near the very crest
of the lofty mountain peaks. Those In
the party were County Commissioner
Moroni "Skeen, Postmaster W. W.
Browning. City Recorder W. J. Critch-low- ,

Deputy Sheriff Julian Manager
L. L. Hains of the Ogden Motor Car
company, W. R. McBridc of tho Stand-
ard advertising department, all of Og-

dcn and S. V. Grow of Huntsville.
The journey was a very pleasant

one, the three aulos making the high
divides in perfect form, covering near-
ly the entire distance in high and in-

termediate gear. There was no place
along tho entire route where the autos
traveled with difficulty and the major
portion of the distance could have been
traveled at as high a rate of speed as
could be traveled over any mountain
road. In fact, it was said by one of the
auto drivers, that the road from the
Danish Dugway may be traveled at a
rate of 25 to 30 miles an hour. An av-
erage of from 15 to 20 miles an hour
can be made over the entire route, in
an auto, which means less than five
hours travel from Ogden to Ideal
Beach on Bear Lake, and It would not

require more than four hours to rcacn
Randolph, the county seat or Rich
county.

Not only will the road, in an im-

proved condition, bo n valuable asset
to the counties mentioned, as a pleas-
ure route but it will be of very great
commercial value. It is said that this
road can be opened for travel three
weeks earlier in the spring of the
year and kept open three weeks later
in the fall than any other road into
Rich county from the vest. It is claim-

ed by some that during light winters
the road could be traveled the year
round. Summer travel over the route
is the most pleasurable imaginable,
as the road intersects one of the most
pictui-esqu- o sections of the Wasatch
range of northern Utah. From the time
the traveler loaves Ogdcn until Bear
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lake., is reached, liis gazo iueet. an.
unsurpassed scenic beauty. Clear pure
water from mountain streams and:
aprings skirt the highway and the in-

vigorating atmosphero of tho high al-

titude affords a tonic for the dyspep-
tic.

The road along this route, designat-
ed last year for convenience sako as
"The Standard Way," is a state hign-wa- y

from Ogden to the mouth of the
South Fork canyon, a distance of nine-
teen miles, and has been improved by
state and Weber county appropriation
this season. Weber county has also
made quito oxiensive improvements
through South Fork canyon and Beav-
er canyon to the Weber Cache county
line at" the Beaver Creek watershed, a
distance of thirty-on- e miles from Og-

den. This Improvement covorp nearly
half the distance to Bear Lake and
Randolph. Commissioner Skeen states
that the South Fork Beaver canyon
road will be furthor Improved to meet
the convenience of the traveling pub-
lic, lie proposes to make it as good
a mountain road as there is in the
state. There are no danger points on
the Weber county road to the Beaver
creek divide and only one or two
places where an auto should be driven'
in low gear. Nearly the entire dls-- !

tance may be coveied in high gear.
South Fork and Beaver canyons are

beauty spots lending Inspiration and
enchantment nlong the way. It is need-
less to say anything about tho road
through Ogden canyon and over the

is known as a modern
boulevard, unsurpassed In any coun-
try as a mountain drivo of perfect
grandeur and charming landscape.

The distance from the Beaver creek
divide, whore the road passed from
Weber to Davis county, to the Danish
Dugway, is twenty-fou- r miles. The
road crosses Ant valley, intercepts
Blacksmith fork and Rock creek,
reaching an clovation of about 7000

feet by comparatively oasy grades.
This entire distance is within the bor-

ders of Cache county and it may bc--

said that it is tho worst road of the
entire route. However, this part of the
road could be made a fine
fare with but very littlo expense. Uj
was said by .Mr. Skeen and Mr Grow oft
the party that ?1000 spent vn this strip
of road would remove every obstacle

in IhcMvay of, the most efficient trans-
portation. Most of the distance in this
district is covered over a splendid
road, free from rock, sharp curves and
heavy grade. The road over Ant valley
crosses a bed of rock about two miles
In width which may be readily remov-
ed with pick and crowbar and then
the road would be as good as that of
any other section cn tho route.

Th heaviest grade on the whole
road lies between Rock crook and tho
Danish dugway divide, a distance of
about three miel?, but it is not difficult
for an automobile, carry ng full capa-

city load, to move along at good speed.
On this hill there arc a couple of rocky
places that need repairing and some
grading. Tho Danish dugway proper
is only a few rods long. It crosses a

jslido of rock on the mountain side and
could be repaired and maintained at
comparatively low cost.

The distance from the Danish dug-

way divide to Ideal Beach is twenty
one miles and it can be traveled In one
hour with perfect safety. There is not
a bad 3trotch of road over this last
lap to the lake, the road being smooth,
broad and devoid of sharp turns or
sleep grades. It is a real pleasure to
travel this part of the road and great
joy is experienced as one glides down
through valleys, qunkingasp groves
and protty canyon3

The Strawberry valley, just beyond
tho Danish dugway, is a beautiful
stretch of country where the meadow
grass waves its verdure before tho
mountain breeze and fattened cattle
tell of contentment.

From the northeast end of Straw-
berry valley the road to Randolph
branches off to tho east, the diatancj
to the Rich county metropolis being
only a short distance. Another road
loading to Randolph leads off near the
Beaver creek divide, passing through
the Skunk creek country, tho distance
from the Beaver creek road being esti-
mated at about twenty miles. Either
routo to Randolph Is feasible, tho
Skunk creek way being the more dif-
ficult

From Ideal beach the party drove lo
Logan through the famous Logan can-
yon and it may well be said that a
mountain trip of this sort would hard
ly be complete without having seen
tho beauties of Logan canyon and ex-
periencing the bird's-ey- e view of Bear
lako from the hoights along tho dug-
way immediately west of Gardon City.
Tho distance from Ideal beach lo Lo-
gan is approximately forty-fiv- o miles.
It Is rather a tiresome trip over tho
mountain but the traveler is well re-
paid with tho beautiful canyon sceno.i.

The return trip from Logan to Og-
den was made by two of the cars over
tho new Liberty dugway, a distance of
about forty-nin- e mlloe, traversing the
rich grain and hay fields of eastern
Cacho valley. The road ovor (his divis-
ion from Logan to Paradise is one of
tho very best of tho whole mountain
trip of the remarkably interesting loop
from Ogden and return by way of Bear
lake and Logan. Much work "has been
done on this strip of roadway, It bolng
well graded an"d crowned to tho point
whore tho nutoist may speed lo his
heart's content, From Paradlso to tho
Liberty divido the fiew road follows
Paradise crock lo a point within a veiv
short distance of the Liberty summit
where it leaves' tho creek and ikisbosovor a somewhat rocky up grade. It
Is throe miles over the great dugwav,
which is from twelve to sixteen feet
wide, well graded and leveled. Three
turns on this piece of road arc rathershnrp, but with care qn tho part of Ihc

they are safely ne-
gotiated. The dugway is a splendid en-
gineering feat which makes it pos

sible for farmers and businessmen of
Ogden and Cacho valleys to meet at
littlo Inconvenience. Tho Liberty di-

vide Is about midway between Ogden
and Logan and it marks the dividing
lino of the two counties.

Tho distance from Ogden lo Boar
Lake and roturn, via this beautiful
stretch of mountain country passing
through Logan B about 170 miles and
furnishes an automobilo driving loop
for pleasure not afforded any other
part of tho west.

THE ROAD A NECESSITY.
Commissioner Moroni Skeen of tho

Weber county board has always been
an enthusiastic advocate of good road-an- d

always anxious to extend road
work in directions whore the best pos-
sible results will be obtained, lie has
taken keen interest in improving road
in Webor county and is ready at all
limes to reach out to other "sections
In road building.

Mr. Skeen has interested himself In
the proposed state road to Rich coun-
ty and has exerted himself In tho di-
rection of getting the approval of th
stato road commission to designate
the road by way of Beaver creek to
Rich county, a state highway. Ho is of
the opinion that such a step will be
taken as soon as the stale can see Its
way clear lo make road appropria-
tions.

Speaking of the proposed road com-
missioner Skeen says:

"Rich county people want xnfl de-- l
nerve belter road facilities from this
Bide of the mountains and they should
have it. The Beaver creek road is one
of the shortest and most convenient
thoroughfares to that county and as
feasible a route over the mountain
country as can be found, Weber county
I4 'is already spent considerable monoy
on the South Fork and Beaver creek
aectlon3 of the road and is ready to
spend more. The road will be main-
tained In a splendid form so as lo
make it and keep it a road that can bo
fueled with convenience by farmers
tnd business men.

'"The expense of repairing the road
into Rich county, either from the head
vt Beaver canyon or Strawberry valley
'ill be vory light, compared with thf
construction and maintenance of other
mountain roads and tho route will be
as short or shorter than any other;
the season for traveling thls'road will
be longer than others and the haul will
br o isler.

"With this road turned into a stale
highway and Improved as it should be.
Rich county will have a good outlot to
Ogden and Logan. The Logan road lo
Bear Lako has already been made a
state way and the Beaver Creek road
should bear tho same stamp. We can't
build too many roads intu agricultural
districts for the good of the people cf
this mountain country. I was pleased
with tho trip last Sunday and I learned
that the road can be improved fnr
much less money than I anticipated.
Work on this road to Rich county
should begin early" next spring."

A GOOD MOUNTAIN ROAD.
After having driven a car over tho

Beaver Creek-Bea- r Lake road, L. L
Mains, manager of the Ogden Motor

j Car company, stated that ho was well
pleased with the highway and consid-- I
ercd it a short and feasible royte over
the high mountains. He also ex-j- -

pressed himself as favoring it as a
state highway, feeling that it was a

j necessity commercially besides being
'a pleasure road of no little import
ance.

"Good roads, and many roads, out
of Ogden will prove to be assets or
grjat value to the city and surround-
ing country' and tho Beaver Creek
Bear Lake road is surely among thoso
that s'hould be improved to the point
where it can be most easily and com-
fortably traveled for pleusurc and
business purposes. Mr. Hains says:

"The country over which the road
passes is picturesque in detail and it
is easily traveled. There is not a dam
gerous spot on the entire route, and

j there are no grades that cannot be
easily negotiated Most of tho way
can be covered with an automoMlo in
high and intermediate gears, thcro bc-- l
ing only a few places where tho low
gear is necessary.

"A comparatively, small amount of
' mo.iey expended in a few places would
mike tho road as good as you usual-
ly find In the mountain country and it

seems to me that it should become a
state road, which would lessen the
cost of improvement lo tho three
counties to bo benefitted by the high
way. The condition of the road the
day we drove over it was good, there
being only three or four places that
need work to place the thoroughfare
in reasonably good shape. Most oi
the work, in my judgment, would con-
sist of removing rocks from the rad
and in cutting down a few high dirt
centers. 1 should be pleased to sec
the road placed in condition for the
summer travel between Ogden and
Rich county. Into Randolph and the
Bear Lake section. The road from
