ply. This came in due course and wa
easily received by the American oper-

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FILIPINO APPEAL FOR
INDEPENDENCE.

A large delegation of intelligent Fil
pinos is in the United States, laboring,
to obtain ihe independence of the la--l
lands, and. within the past few days,
the delegates have issued a statement
in whieh they present two main rea- -

sons why compile aelf-pn- 11 nment
should be granted at thia time. They
make this declaration:

' In the first p)ac the condition im-

posed b thr government of the United
States as aecestan prerequisites ;oi

the grantltiR of O'jr independence hae
been fulfilled, namely, that a stable
government may be established in the,
islands. In the second place, the rec-
ognition of Philippine independence is

opponents of Philippine independence
that if the government of the
pines were placed in the hands of the
Filipinos, some of the n

inhabitants of ili islands, thr-- Morn,
would resist that government, and the
rest of the pagans would be abused
and mistreated by their Christian;
countrvmen. For tbe Inst three years
these less fortunate Filipinos, number
ing only 500.000 out of the population
of 10,000,000, have bcn under the car"
of a government enntrolled and man-
aged by the Chri-tla- n Filipinos. The
local governments in the territory In-

habited by the Moros are administered
by both Christian Filipinos and Moros,
and there g more peace there now
than ever before. Law and order,' re-
ported Governor Carpenter of the de-

partment of Mindanao and Sulu, 'now
obtain throughout Uie Mohammedan
Philippine terrltroy.'
