Sundry Civil Bill
In regard to the sundry civil bill

the president in another communica-
tion to the house said:

"Under the vocational rehabilitation
bill, which became law June 27. 1918,

Matter of Grave Concern
"It is a matter of very grave con-

cern, therefore, that at the very mo-
ment when these disabled men are
coming in constantly increasing num-
bers to the government to avail them-
selves of this general plan, there
should appear in the sundry civil ap-

propriation bill, which I now return,
limiting clauses which will do much
more than seriously cripple and re-

tard the beneficial work of restoring
these men to useful and contented
lives. These clauses would probably,
in fact, if put into effect, nullify the
whole purpose of the act and render
its administration practicallv impos-
sible.

"The section of the bill which I

now return which governs the approp-
riation for this work provides the sum
ol six in lion dollars for all the ex- -

npnsps nf reha hil i ta inn inehnlin" lhr
support of the disabled men in train
ing and this sum is stated to be 'in
lieu of the appropriation contained in
the act approved July ( ). 1919
amending section two of the act ap-

proved June- - 27. 191S' Inasmuch as
there are already over four thousand
disabled soldiers, sailors and marines
in training and inasmuch as another
four thousand will be training, anoth-
er amendment to section two has be-

come law. it is clear that even at tho
rate of only $80 a month a sum approx-
imately i ihi millions will be required
for the mere support of these men,
and that under the present appropria-
tion nothing will be available for their
tuition and travel or for placing them
where they can earn a living, and it
will be impossible to meet the needs
of the new thousands who are every
week seeking the benefits of the re-

habilitation act. In the offices of the
'board in the District of Columbia and
in H great centers of the United
States, immediate help is being given
to men in need of these services and
these offices are used for the essen-

tial purpose of keeping accurate rec-
ords, of providing proper medical sur-
vey of the men, of caring for them
in their illness and for the arious ad-

ministration costs inseparable from
difficult work of this kind, which must,
in the present circumstances, reach to
every corner of the United States.

"Furthermore, the same section of
the sundry civil bill places such limita-
tions upon the salaries which the fed-

eral board for vocational education ls
permitted to pay, that it will inevit-
ably result in the loss by the voca-
tional board, of a very large number
of men who have made themselves
especially valuable and indeed indis-
pensable in this new work by reason
of their native ability, their proven
general experience and their special
training and to whose advice the dis-
abled men must look as well as for
superintendence In the matter of train-
ing and employment Among these
are the vocational advisers whose spe-
cial duty it is to study the men in the
hospitals, confer with them, and lay
cut their vocational plans. These hos-
pital cases must if these men aro to
be dismissed or allowed to resign, get
along entirely without such advice and
supervision until they have been able,
after their discharge to make their
way on their own Initiative to the dis-
tant offices of the federal board.

LONDON. July 12 Great Britain is

er facility for British flrrrts to dis-
tribute goods there, says the Daily
Mail.

Travel to Germany will be restrict-
ed, the newspaper says, but bona fide
commercial travelers will be given fa-

cilities to go anywhere they desire.

WASHINGTON, July 12 With the
economic bloekade of Germany to be
lifted today in accordance with the
decision of the council of five in Tar-is- ,

preparations were under way for
the immediate resumption of trade be-
tween the former enemy power and the
United States. No official word of the
action of the council had reached the
state department early today, but was
expected momentarily.

Acting Secretary of State Polk in
announcing yesterday that trade with
Germany would be resumed as soon as
the blockade was formally lifted, said
that details would be furnished.

Details were furnished Amer-
ican firms within forty-eigh- t hours af-
ter Mr. Polk's announcement and le-

gal experts had decided upon the ne-
cessity of a formal proclamation by
the president.

KOREAREPORTED

Presbyterian Headquarters in
America Gives Result of

Their Investigations.

CHURCHES BURNED
Men Beaten to Death and

Women Shamefully Treated
by Japanese.

NEW YORK. July 12 A report of
alleged Japanese atrocities In Korea
was made public today at the h.wl-i- .

ii.utfrs oi the Presbyterian church in
America. It is a result of investiga-

tions by representatives in Korea of
the church, following the imprison-
ment of some of its missionaries by
the Japanese authorities The infor-
mation from Korea was transmitted by
such means that it escaped the Jap-
anese censor. The report is several
thousand words in length.

Hundreds of Koreans who had pro-
cessed Christianity arc said to have
been driven by Japanese gendarmes at
the point of bayonets into churches,
there to be fired on through open win-
dows as they huddled in terror and
later to perish in the flames as the
places of worship were put to the
torch Most of these victims, it Is
narrated, were men Surviving wom-
en and children were left in destitu-
tion.

Missionary is Quoted.
H. S. Underwood, a missionary liv-

ing in Seoul, was quoted in the Tokio
Advertiser pf April 9, 1919, according
to the report regarding a visit he made

ito Pal Tan, a market town. A fort-
night before, Japanese troops, he sail
'he was told, burned 36 of the 40
houses in the village of Chayamni, two
miles from Pal Tan because the in-

habitants were Christian Pal Tan.
be said, he was Informed, escaped both
fire and sword "because there were no
Christians there "

Preliminary police examinations of
Koreans suspected of complicity in
the revolutionary movement are said
In the report to include "every human
refinement in brutalitv," men being
beaten to death and women subjected
to nearly every possible form of
shameful treatment. Milder punish-
ment, it Is said, included 9n blows
rained upon the prisoner's body with
a bamboo rod and the administering of
many boot kicks.

Women Not Safe.
Respectable women in one part of

Korea were not safe in their homes
during the day. the report continues,
and so were forced to spend most of
their time as refugees in the hills,

to their homes at nipht The
Japanese police designate all women
who favor the independence of their
land as social outcasts. ne case cited
referred to a Christian woman whose
arm was said to have been wrenched
from the socket by her persecutors.

The Shimbun of March 27, 1919, is
quoted as saying: "The stirring up
of the minds of the Koreans is the
work of the American missionaries
This uprising is their work.
Th. re are a good many shallow-minde- d

people among the missionaries.
They make the minds of the Koreans
bad and plant the seeds of de-

mocracy."
