NEW MINIMUM WAGE
St. Paul. Minn. The new minimum

wage for women workers, minors and
apprentices in this state, is now in ef-

fect. In cities of 5.000 population or
over the rate will be $11 for a week
of 48 hours and 23 cents an hour for
additional hours for women workers,
with a graduated scale for apprentices
during the first nine months. In mu-

nicipalities of less than 5.000 popula-
tion the rate will be $10.25 a week
and 21 cents for additional hours.
The new schedule applies to all occu-
pations.
