Apostle Smith said he was pleased,

Ichntch Whit a wonderful thing it
would be if all who are ordained to
the priesthood could appreciate the
authority and responsibility resting
udon them.

Cnticiccs Indifference.
The speaker regietted that some

members of the priesthood were inac-
tive through indifference He read

,Pectlon 88 Of the Doctrine and Cove-
nants in which rt was stated that the
keys of the knowledge of God and the
keys of the mysteries of the king-dom- n

of God were given to all who
hould the priesthood. The power of
God is made manifest in the priest-
hood forever. That power Is eterual
and Bball never be taken away Havel
we an understanding that such Is the
case and that such power comes to
us?

Men who have not the priesthood
l iiunot understand these things. No
man shall receive eternal life unless
he see the face of Ood and the face!
of God cannot be seen by those who
do not hold the priesthood, Apostle)
Smith declared.

Men who hold the priesthood in the
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-da-

Saints are the sons of Moses and'
Aaron and shall behold the power und
glory of God upon Mount Zion and all
Who are faithful in the discharge of
their duties, shall become the elect of
God and they will receive the Son and;
the Father and the Father's kingdom,
and all that the Father hath shall be
given them, the speaker said.

Men would not leave one stone un
turned, the speaker aaid. in their' ef-
forts to receive honor and position in
this world if it were offered them for!
service but he regretted that many
men are not eager to secure for them
selves the nches of eternity.

Bishop Nlhley expressed his great

pleasure at seeing such a large con-

gregation and so many rucmbera of the
priesthood In attendance He said he
did not know of any place outside the
Church of the Latter-da- Saints where
could bo found such a large proportion
oi the male members active and In at-

tendance at the services.
Bishop Nibley called attention to the

fect that the priesthood is held Jointly
by husband and wife and no man can
be saved and exalted in the Kingdom
of God without his wife Men who
are faithful in the discharge of their
duties in the priesthood became intel-
lectual giants, while" those who be- -

como indifferent, and neglect their du-- I

tics will make no progress In this
world or the world to come

Faith, the bishop said, is a precious
'gift from God Life, he said, without
iiaith and B knowledge of the work of
Joseph Smith would not be worth any
thing, life could not be life. It is a
great gift having and cultivating faith.

We ought and he believed that we
do thank (iod with all our hearts for
membership in His church and to be
permitted to labor in his cause, to be
a saviour on Mount Zion, to have
the gifi of faith, to know that Jesus
is the Christ and that Joseph Smith is
His phophet. Every man can have
faith and a knowledge and testimony
of the gospel if he seeks after these
things If we live and work for it
we can have an increase of faith, and
knowledge of God.

In conclusion Bishop Nlbley prayed
that the Lord would bless the priest
hood in their activities and increase

Itlielr faith. He also desired that the

Unrest In World.
The great unrest in the world and

the desire to change the government
of this country will prove to b( de
structive to our government unlets-- a
Stop is put to it me speaker said
the prophecy of Joseph Smith .ill
yet be fulfilled In which b predicted
that Ihe Church of Jesus Christ oi
Latter day Saints vonld be under Ihe
necessity of protecting the Const tu
tion of the United States because of
ihe peril in which it will be found. The
present troubles in tne narion, he said,
could be brought to a speedy end by
individual repentance.

We can escape the , 'ague, the fam
Ine, the pestilence and th" sword and
bloodshed that ban been predicted, ihe
spaker said, If as individuals we will
only repent and keep the command
metttS of God, but .f ve persist in dese
crating the Sabbath day and fail to
attend the services of the church,
these troubles will surely overtake us.

let us think that permanent peace .ias
come to the earth. Be not deceived
permanent peace has not come and
Will not come until the spirit of love
takes possession of the hearts of all
men.
