Probably no book of sporting rules
has ever been looked for so anxiously
as Spaldlngs Olllclal Foot Ball Outdo
for 1010 This annual has Just been
published and contains the now of ¬

ficial foot ball rules as revised by
tho Foot Ball Rules Committee The
committee held numerous meetings
and it is only within the last few
days that the final changes were
adopted

rho changes In the rules for 1910
must bo carefully noted by ofllclals
coaches captains and players order
that they may fully understand what
is expected

Taking the rules up in order the
first change noted Is In the diagram-
of the field tho longitudinal lines
now being omitted becnuo as the
quarterback may cross the line of

After securing tbo photograph
which contained likenesses of a uum
her of Japanese Acting Duty Sergeant
Simpson showed tho photograph to a
number of Japanese All pointed out
ono likeness as that of Nogahana find
each Japanese said that Nogahana
was tho man who bad done the shoot-
ing

Ted DeaDmoro of 221 East Eighth
South street told tho pollco that he
had seen Nojrahana run west on North
Temple street Immediately after tho
shooting and had seen him empty his
revolver When tho locality was
searched tho revolver a weapon of
