Professor Raphael Zon, chief of sll-vi-

from the Washington office, put
In tho day at the local district forest-
er's offlco looking over plans for ex-

perimental work. In regard to this
Hue of work. Mr Zon made the follow-
ing statements as to Its scope anl
importance:

"The peoplo are familiar with the
wonderful work done by the agricul-
tural experiment stations in this coun-
try In developing farming, increasing
the productivity of the soil, and Im-

proving the general conditions of the
farmers. If agricultural experiment
stations arc need for placing farm-
ing on a solid basis, they arc still
more need In forestry because the for- -

' est, unliko the agricultural crop, re-

quires many decades to mature and
it Is only by continuous observations
and experimentation that It is possible
to find out what trees to raise on one
kind of soil, how to raise them and
dispose of them when they become
mature.

"The forest service has now three
, forest experiment stations; the oldest

Is located in Arizona near Flagstaff;
another has been created two years
ago near Manltou. Colorado, on the
Pike forest, and a third one on the
Rio Grande forest near Wagon Whool
Gap, Colorado

' A'fourth experiment station is to
be established during this year on the
Kootenai National forest, near Llbby,
Montana.

"At these stations, the forest ser-
vice studies tho best methods and sea-
sons for reforestation. Tho reforesta-
tion of large areas Involves naturally
many thousands of dollars Since
the conditions under which the re-

forestation often takes place are very
trvlng and there is no precedent by
which tho worker can be guided. It
Is thought advisable to, try out on i
small scale and under continuous and
constant observation, different meth
ods of roforestation. If these methods
prove successful on a small scale,
then one can with greater safety un-
dertake the reforestation on a large
scale involving a large expenditure of

public money. At theso stations the
forest service tries to find out what
kind of seed produce tho best treed
so as to avoid In reforestation work
the use of Inferior seed w.nlch can
produce but an Inferior forest

"The effect of forest upon climatic
factors, such as temperature of the air,
wind, soil moisture, humidity of the
air. Is being studied by means of fre-
quent and thorough Instrumental ob-

servations In order to settle tuc
mooted question of tho effect of for-

ests upon stream flow, the forest ser-

vice In with the weather
bureau has selected in tho Rocky
Mountains two small watersheds al-

most identical In every resrect with
regard to their soil condition, topog-
raphy, geological formation and tim-
ber conditions The two small
streams which drain the two water-
sheds aro being carefully measured
by g Instruments. The
precipitation, the temperature, anl
other climatic factors are carefully
observed on the two watorsneds. In
two or three years later it Is planned
to denude one watershed completely,
graze it and then compare the effect
of the denuded watershed and of a for-

ested watershed upon tho flow of
water In the streams.

"This experiment Is of most vital
importance to the entire Rocky Moun-
tain region through which farming de
pends upon the irritation supplied by
the wnter that comes from the moun-
tains.

"It is planned in a year or two to
establish also an exrcrlmcnt station
in the Wasatoh ranso to study differ-
ent methods of reforestation, trvlnu
out new species wnich mav be adapt-
ed to the semi-arid- , conditions, study
the effect of various watershed covers
upon flow of water, and similar
studies.

"While the plans have not been
definitely made, it Is verv likely that
tho experiment station will be located
on the Mantl forest, where the con-

ditions aro typical of the Great Lake
basin

physicians say there is quite an epi-
demic of cholera infantum among
children at this time, August, with its
hot days and cool nights, the doctors
say, is a favorable time for this in-

fantile disease.
It is asserted by some of the physi-

cians that the cholera Is often brought
on by permitting the children to ea't
unwholesome substances. They say
that nothing but the purest and fresh
est milk should be given to very
young children.

While serious results have not
come, Dr. PIdcock says he Is afraid
there will be deaths of the disease, if
tho mothers do not exorclBo some pre-
cautions against the development ot
tho aliment. He has discovered in
some Instances that sour milk has
been used in feeding young child-
ren, the result Invariably being chol
era Infantum. '

It Ib said by physicians that August
Is the most critical month in the yeai
in dieting children.
