ANNUAL WOOL REVIEW.

Last January, for the first time
since 1903, the country showed a de-

crease in" the number of sheep which
wore available for the wool clip Th's
January shows an Increase over last
year's figures of 81,598 aheop. The
total wolght of floece produced In
1910, according to census return, was
289,419,977 nouiids, and the tolnl
pounds for 1911 are 27G.393.S03

During the first half of the year the
wool market continued 'to decline
Manufacturers lacked confidence, and
purchasers, who usually bought sev-
eral hundred pounds at a time, were

in the market picking up
a few bags here and a few thousand
pounds thero, After July, the market
grew firmer, and prices on many
grades of wool were advanced.

There Is little wool on hand in the
wool-growi- states, the entlro sup-
ply being moie nearly exhausted with
two or three slight exceptions than
it was last year. In 1910, buyers
were not disposed to clean up stocks
at tho prices which holders were
asking, and while some are bUU
holding considerable Ohio, Michigan
and California wool, dealers hao' cleaned up the country pretty well.

Pulled wools have been In constant
demand, although the first part of
the year shows a decline In the mar-
ket on these as well as on all others
Foreign wools have continued too
high to interest American manufac-
turers in general, and mills which are
obliged to use foreign wool have
their own men in the foreign market,
so that the stock which is paBsod
through local dealers Is small Prices
at the foreign wool centers have been
kept firm, and this is due to pri-
mary trading. Tho stock of wool on
hand in tho Boston market January
1. 1912, was 62,520,123 pounds of do-
mestic and 7.059,817 pounds of for-
eign, a total of G9.C39.940 pounds
These figures are official, having been
furnished by tho Boston Wool Trade
association.

MAKING.

Clay products of the United States
last year aggregated $170,115,974 in
value, an increase of $3,794,7G1 over
tho previous year. In this lino of
goods there Ib comparatively little for-

eign trade. Of Are brick, for exam-
ple, tho output in 1910 toLiled 0,

valued at $1S, 111,474, but tho
exports tboreof reached only $634,775,
or less than 4 per cent. The export
of all other bricks aggregated $90S.-13- 8

However, this oxport trado In
bricks has been growing, especially
since a number of factories have lo-

cated on tidewater, whence shipments
are made direct by vessel. Tho total
export sales of bricks last year were
$453,021 greater than in 1909, and
$939,127 greater than in 1908.

The moBt prominent recent Im-

provement In this Industry noted by
the Geological Survey Is tho brlck-settln- g

machine Introduced in tho
wesL The Iden of handling brick
by machinery originated In Now Eng-
land, and a plant was equipped several
years ago with an elaborato system
and was the first to uso tho "unit
stack." By this system the unit for
handling was 1500 bricks. This plant
was destroyed by fire and was never
rebuilt In 1909 a svstem of hand-
ling from GOO to 1000 bricks on a
somewhat different plan was put into
successful operation In the west, and
Is now being used In Chicago. By this
Bj'stem it Is possible for the bricks
to be carried from the molding ma-

chine to tho drier, from the drl(r to
the kiln, and from the kiln to the
stock yard or the delivery car or cart
without being touched by hand Ench
of these machines is said to do tho
work of forty men.

The pottery ware made In tho Unit-
ed States last voar had a value of
$33,784.G7S. Of this there was export-
ed $928,175 worth, of earthen nnrt
stone ware, and $113,214 or china
ware The production In 1909 was

Talcum powder is mado from the
soapstone some grades of which are
produced in eleven states Califor-
nia, Georgia, Maryland, Massachus-
etts, New Jersey, New York, North
Carolina, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island,
Vermont and Virginia. New York's
output of 71,710 tons forms nearly
half of tho total production of tho
country

Talc is usually marketed as rough
from the mine, sawed Into slabs and
made up into munufacturod objects
such as laundry tubs or gTound into
powder. In 1910 G9 per cent of the
talc was ground and 21 per cent made
Into slabs and manufactured The
product of New York is practically all
ground

Most of the ground talc is used In
the manufacture of paper of various
kinds, especially building paper, says
Health Culture It finds application
also In the manufacture of molded
rubber forms and as foundiy facings
and paints. It readily absorbs grease,
and Is used to remove spots from
Bilk and to bleach cotton goods

On account of Its slipporiness it is
widely used to lessen friction, and for
this purpose It Is dusted Into gloves
and shoes, and blown into conduits
to ease tho introduction of electric
wires or other conductors One of Ub

widest applications is in toilet pow-

ders, most of which are made from
high grade talc imported from Eur-
ope.

Laundrv tubs, griddles, foot warm-
ers and many other similar utensils
are manufactured from soapstone.
The higher grades of masshe tnlc,
free from flaws, are sawed up to
make pencils or crayons, French
chalk, gas tips and other special ar-

ticles.
