Another impbrtnnt favorable development was tfie belief in an
early settlement of the British coal dispute, notwithstanding its
menacing proportions. This created hopes of avoiding any pro-

longed conflict in the American coal trade which will undoubtedly
be largely influenced by solution of the British conflict. Under
these circumstances it was considered that the outlook was rather
more hopeful and that some improvement in values was more or less
justified. Bnd news met with more resistance than usual, and
good banking support gave tho market whatever backing was
needed.

The market is by no means free from unfavorable elements.
Current railroad roturns are not satisfactory, which is explained by
the fact that traffic was much interrupted in January and Feb-
ruary by severe weather and heavy expenses. ' This, for instance,
explained much of the loss on the Harriman lines. With the ap-''"- ''

ot milder weather earnings are expected to show consider-
able improvement, especially as much freight has been held back.
Outdoor and structural work will also be shortly resumed, and this
will tend to an increase of traffic. Current reports of industrials
have also been somcyhat unfavorable, owing not so much to a de-

crease in the volume of new business, which has been well main-
tained, as to a significant loss in profits.

Indications point to a more active and firmer market, if nothing
intervenes. The political barometer is likely to show sharp fluc-
tuations until the election is over, but the period of most serious
uncertainty has been passed, and the political situation can cer-

tainly J)o viewed with less apprehensions than heretofore. Very
soon general business will begin to show the renewed activity in-

cidental to the approach of spring. It is an old story that shelves
are bare and need replenishing, that railroads have economized to
the limit and must "buy equipment and materials. As a matter of
fact there has been little diminution in the volume of business,
but profits have frequently shrunk as shown in recent annual re-
ports of industrial establishments, for the cost of living is becom-
ing quite as serious a matter in the shop and the office as at home.
General business is still restrained by political uncertainties and
the prevailing unrest Until these improve no lasting betterment
can be expoctcd.

ATTEMPTS SUICIDE

IN SALT LAKE

Salt Lake, March 6. Two men tried
to kill themselves in Salt Lake within
nine hours yesterday, ono in a fronzy
of fear engendered by tho Imaginary
enemloB of a deranged mind, the other
after long grieving over his wife's
desertion.

Both men chose the vlolonco of
gunpowder and leaden bullets to ond
their days. W. J Royal lies at death'H
door at St. Marks hospital, with a bul-
let lodged In his left lung August
Larson la at tho sanio hospital, with
favorable chances of complete rocov-or- y,

though ho will bear tho mark of
his act for life.

Just boforo kneeling in prayer, the
ardor of which had attracted tho at-
tention of his fellow pasaongors, Au-
gust Larson, a Swode, of Rockfort,
111., thrust a revolver to his head and
fired ns he stood In tho aisle of a day
coach on Salt Lake Routo train No. 1
near the Harriman Union depot at 1
o'clock this morning. Tho bullot wa3
deflected on its way to the brain by
striking the right upper Jawbone. It
shattered tho bone, plowed through
the roof of the mouth and lodged In

the bridge of tho nose, inflicting a ser-

ious though probably not a fatal
wound.

The train had just begun moving
from the passenger station. Larson
had boarded tho train here and was
bound for Lob Angeles. He had ar-
ranged his seat and his belongings
with groat caro, when suddenly he was
seen to get down on his knees and
began to pray aloud In his native
tongue. Olaf Carlson, another Swedish
prfssenger, said the man prayed for
protection from enemies ho believed
were trying to kill him.

Conductor H. S. Deacon stopped hla
train and called the police. After his
wound had been dressed by Dr. H, B.
Sprague, at the emergency hospital
Larson said, through an interpreter,
that he had shot himself to keep oth-
ers from doing it. "They are trying to
kill me." he cried. "Thoy drove mo
mad. I prayed to Heaven for relief
and then I shot mysolf."

Larson had $300 in currency in his
pocketbook and some gold and small
change. Ho carried a certificate of
Identification made out and signed by
the Rov. J, A. Bornander, pastor o"f

the Salem Swedish Evangelic Luther-
an church of Rockfort, UK It showed
him to bo a native of Sweden, aged
34 years, a faithful church member,
eligible to mnrriago and contained oth-
er information of personal nature

It is presumed by the police that,
Larson became mentally deranged as
a result of the suddon change of alti-
tude and Buffered from a common hal-
lucination of some one threatening his
life. He appeared more rational after
tho doctor's treatment and It is
