IS FIRST TO

SEE SIGNALS

Steamer Mount Temple
Was Very Close But

Steered Away

Toronto, Ont, April 25. Dr. F. G.
Quitzerau, a graduate of Berlin uni-
versity, who arrived on tho Mount
Temple from Antwerp on Friday last,
brought tho startling information that
the wireless operator on that vessel
informed him that thoy were the first
boat to get the TItanic's C. Q. D. and
that they were only about forty mileB
from her at the time.

Dr. Qultzerau also' stated that the
story among passengers and ship's
staff that the lights of the Titanic
w'ere visible Borne time before she
sank.

Only Fifteen MIleo Away.
According to Dr. Quitzorau, tho sto-

ry on the Mount Temple was that they
were about fifteen miles away when
they saw the Titanic. This was after"
steaming toward her for two hours.
MoBt of the .passengers on the Mount
Temple were from the continent and
on their way to the Canadian north-
west

Captain Moore was notified from
here of the statement of Dr. Qultze-ra- u

to the effect ttjat he understood
ihe Mount Temple was the first ship
to get a wireless message from the
Titanic and also the statement that
a steamer's .lights, were seen five
miles away at the time the Titanic
foundered.

Captain Enters a Denial.
Tho captain's answer follows:
"Could not possibly have been my

ship. Did not receive C. Q. D. until
12:30 a. m Monday. Was then fifty
miles west and south of TItanic's po-

sition. Did not arrlvo at the position
until 4:30 a. m. It Is very evldenct
that passenger Is mistaken."

Dr. QultZorau tonight wired Senator
William Alden Smith that he would
appear before the senate committee
if his testimony was desired by that
body.

Sailors Blame Captain.
St. John, N. B, April 25. Very

uiiirKuu aiuorence or opinion oaisl
the officers and crew of the

Canadian Pacific steamer Mount Tcnr-pl- o

with regard to what took place a
week ago Sunday night when tho
Titanic foundered.

In the first place some members of
tho crew who are supposed to know
more than their comrades are not in-

clined to tell all they know, evidently
believing that their officers are the
ones to make whatever statements
are necessary. But some few of them
are outspoken and declare that the
Mount Temple deliberately sailed
away after reading the TItanic's dis-

tress signals and did not attempt to
render assistance.

Captain Moore, when questioned to-

night regarding the statement made
before tho Washington committee that
one of his passengers had seen dla-tie-

signals, gave out the following
statement.

"We received the wireless message
some lime before 12 o'clock on Suu-da- y

night. At that time we were west
of the position given by tho TItanic's
operator and Immediately turned
about. We received shortly afterward
a second message giving tho TItanic's
position as 50.14, whereas the first
message had given It as 50.20. In any
event we wero at least fifty miles
from the sinking steamer and between
us was the immense field of Ice.

Does Not Go to Aid.
"I at once sent for my engineer and

instructed him to keep up a full hoad
oi steam as it would be necessary for
us to make all possible haste to tho
assistance of the disabled vessel. In
the meantime, I had our crew prepare
the lifeboats. Some of them were
made ready for launching, whilo oth-
ers wero merely loosened so that thoy
could be made ready on short notice.
Ropos were dropped from tho sido
and one of my officers went aloft, re-
maining there for some hours.

"Wo did not enter the Ice field.
What was the use? We did not know
where to go and 1 had 1,500 passen-
gers aboard. If there had been any
dofinlto Information, or if we had
known the exact location of the Ti-

tanic, it would have been different,
but in the dark and with her position
in doubt we might Just as well not
have been there at all.

Signals Unseen, Ho says,
"At no time during the night, nor

Indeed during the whole Incident, did
I or any of my officers, so far as I
know, see any signals. If wo had done
so I would have taken every risk,
even with my passengers, to ronder
whatever assistance was possible. To-
ward morning wo got In touch with
the Carpathia, but it was not until
half past 8 o'clock that wo wero in-

formed by that vessel that the Ti-
tanic had gone down and that there
was no use in remaining longer about
the sceno of the wreck.

"Previous to this 1 had endeavored
by changing the course of the Mount
Temple, to sail around the south of
tho ice field and approach the scene
of the wreck from the eastward, as
had been done by tho Carpathia. That
steamer, when we sighted her first,
was on the east of the field while we
were on the west."

The first officer ot the Mount Tem-
ple adds to this Btatemcnt that, oir
orders of the captain, he wont aloft
and remained In the-- 16okout for up-

wards of three hours during which
time he was nearly frozen But ho
statos positively that in this time ho
never saw any signal of any kind.

Crew Donounce Captain.
On the other hand, there are mem-

bers ot the crew who, without hesita-
tion, are outspoken in their condem-
nation of the failure of tho Mount
Temple to reach the scone of the
wreck. As opposed to tho statements
given above, sailorB, firemen and oth-
ers declaro that thoy sat on deck, for
hours and watched tho Titanic sending
up rockets and burning red and blue
lights until tho Mount Temple
steamed so far away thst those sig-
nals wero lost.

One of tho Bailors who says he was
on watch Sunday night statos that ho
heard Third Officer Notley tell tho
captain ot tho distress message, but
instead of tho steamer's heading di-

rectly to tho wreck, sho steamed
away another course, so that the
lights were noon lost.

Au oiler named Pickard, who wao'bn
duty at tho time, declares that the
second engineer went below and askod
tho men to keep nor fired up to tho
limit, as it was a caso of life or
death.

Another engineer adds that whn

his watch was over he went on deck
nnd with a lot of others, passengers
and .crow, leaned ovor tho rail and
saw Iho a'lmjost steady strean; of rock-
ets belngent up by the Titanic, ftp
odds that In spite of the cold of thu
night ho remained on deck until al-

most 2 o'clock, watching "the signals
He declares that all the thno of the
accident the Mount Temple was only
between five and ten miles from tho
scone. The crew are outspoken In
their comments, but the officers are
reticent.

The statements of the crew agree
with those of the captain insofar as
reports of preparing the lifeboats, etc.,
are concerned, but the men differ
from the officers on the essential
points regarding the distance of the
Mount Temple from the sceno of the
werck, and also as to whether tho
rocket signals were actually seen.
There is a difference of forty or fifty
miles In their computation of tho dis-
tance.

Dr. Qulntzman, who is reported to
have made statements agreeing with
tho stories told by tho Mount Tem-plo- 's

crew, is not in St. John.

Walker that, on December 16 last, i
contract was entered into between
Samuel Newhouse and himself where-
by the latter, for a fee of $17,500. was
to flnanco tho completion of the New-hou-

hotel, and was to be employed
as archltoct In the cvont of successful
negotiations A per diem allowauco ,

and oxpenBcs were granted Mr. Walk- -

er, according to tho contract, it is al- -

leged, and ho claims all of this
amount has not been paid Mr. Walk-
er was to secure a reputable construc-
tion company to complete the building
within a stated ccst limit and an al-

lowance was made in the contract tor
discount on bonds, the complaint sets
OUL

It is furthor alleged that the hotel
company, through Its authorized
agents, accepted the proposition
through Mr. Walker"s negotiations
with a St. Louis trust company and
a construction company, and although
tho proposition was In fact a deviation
from the terms of the contract, it is
contended that an acceptance of tho
same did not annul the contract.

Mr. Walker, it is further alleged,
stood ready to fulfill his part of tho
contract as architect, and it Is claim-
ed Mr Newhouse, for tho hotel com-

pany, refused to close negotiations
with tho trust company and thol con-

struction company, but, It Ib alleged,
used the proposition as a leverage or
bosls upon which to obtain what he
claims to be a bottor proposition from
the Campbell Building qompany, and
olosed contracts with that company
under another architect. It Is claimed
by .Mr. Walker that press notices
tliroughout the country Identified him
with tho project, and that ho Is dam-
aged by the refusal to employ him as
agreed.

It Is alleged that Mr Newhouse at-

tempted to cancel the contract on
February 5, but as Mr. Walkor claim-
ed tho negotiations could, be complet-
ed, he was allowed to continue his
negotiations, and during his stay in
SL louls he prepared drawings and
specifications for contracts for the
completion of the hotel, tho cost of
which, it Is cluimed, was within the
limit named In the contract Irving
II. Tifft of this city represents Mr
Walker aa ntlornoy. Both tho hotel
company aud Mr. Mcwhouse have
boon made defendants In the suit for
fear Mr. Newhouso had no authority
In the matter It is claimed by Mr.
Walker that he has spent his ontiro
time on the projoct from December 16

to date of filing suit.
