"If you
vote for Mr Taft you vote for these
men," said Colonel Roosevelt hero last
night, after leferring to Senators Lori-
mer.

'
Penrose, Gallighcr and Guggen-hoi-

Ilo said that the president had prac
tically notning in his campaign back
of him, outside of two or three states,
except tho support ho received from
those- men, "and their like, and from
tho great sinister special Interests
which stand behind these bosses "

Colonel Roosevelt devoted a largo
part of his speech to a reply to tho
tilings President Taft had been say-
ing during tho day at the other end
of the stato At Intervals on his Jour-
ney across tho state the colonel re-

ceived tolegraphic reports of the presi-
dent's speeches, and in tho lattor part
of the day he entered upon a co

debate retorting to Mr Taft's
statements.

Colonel Roosevelt said the president
had assorted that ho was stirring up
class hatred. This Colonel Roosevelt
denied.

"The talk that I am stirring up
class hatred Is arrant nonsense," he
said. In this same connection ho
said.

"It Mr. Taft's policy of flabby In-

decision and helpless acquiescence in
tho wrongdoing of tho crooked boss
and tho crooked financier Is permitted
to continue, there will really grow up
class hatred In this country. There
will grow up a very ugl.v feeling of
discontent with political," social and
Industrial conditions."

Colonel Roosevelt mado it clear that
he did not believe the result of his
campaign hinged on the outcome of
today's primaries.

"Mind you," he said, "I believe wo
can win this light without Massa-
chusetts. But I do not want Massa-
chusetts to lag behind I want It to
"be ln the lead In the fight"

With his addiess in Pittsfield last
night, Colonol Roosevelt wound up his
campaign in Massachnusetts. Ho
made twenty speeches, going from
Boston through towns along the north
shore to Lawronce and Lowoll, and
then across the noithern part of the
state to the Berkshire hills. Ho en-
countered a snowstorm in the hills
of noithcnr-fassaohusett- g and "a
downpour of rain inter in the after-
noon, but was greeted by large crowds
at the principal points.

In speaking here last night, the col-
onol said

"Mr. Taft in his speech today has
announced that I am trying to sir up
class hatred and excite disconleut. I
ask you to look for yourselves at mv
speech last Saturday night In Boston,
the longest speech I made in Massa-
chusetts, nnd tho speech In which I
developed in detail certain of the Ideas
of my Columbus speech, for which I
have been most severely criticised. I
ask you to see if you can find any-
where in that speech any appeal to
class hatied, except of the class ot
crooks, political and financial I ask

ou to hunt through that speech and
see whether vou can llnd any stirring
up of discontent in it excepting of
discontent with trickery, with political
despotism, with choatlng, with oppres-
sion.

Abhorence of Lorlmer.

"I have preached abhorence of Mr.
Lorimer and all that for which Mr.
Lorlmer stands, and of the kind of
crooked politics and crooked finance
which- - in combination are icsponBlblo
foi the production of ,Mr Lorlmor. But
as regards most, oven of the bosses
whom I oppose,. I have not preached
hatred of them I do nqt hate them;
I merely wish thorn to retire to private
life and nult misgoverning us If tlioy
will atop governing U6 against our will,
tho way wo don't want to bo govorncd,
I very gladly will atop saving any-
thing about them whatovoi.

"Mi Taft sas that 1 preach class
hatied and excite "discontent. Does
Mr. Tuft regard mens stirring up class
hatred because I ask for a law In
Now York to prevent women from
being worked execfesivc hours In the
factories? Doe3 ho regard me as
stirring up ckiBS hatred because I
stand for a worklngmcn's compensa-
tion act9 Does ho regard me as stir-
ring up class hntred became I demand
that the state and nation
to make conditions of life and work
better for workers, because I demand
that tho state and nation
to help tho farmer, to shape conditions
so that tho farmer shall have uo only
a bolter qhance to do woll in tho actual
tilling of tho soil, buta better chance
to combine with his fellows to secure
business advantages, and a better
chance to get In the open country the
opportunities for social and industrial
development that will enable hjm to
keep his boys and girls In the country
instead of seeing them flock to tho
tOVVUB?

"Mr. Taft says that his supporters
aro not bosses, but patriotic leaders.

Aro Messrs. Gug-
genheim and Evans of Colorado
patriotic leaders? Is Mr Penrose of
Pennsylvania a patriotic leader? Does
Mr Taft mean that Messrs. Galllgher,
Aldrlch and Cannon are patriotic load-or- h

and not bpssos? Docs Mr. Taft
mean that Mr. Cox of Ohio is a patri-
otic leader?

"I don't care a rap for tho terminol-
ogy of the matter. I care for thq fact.

Over 200 Corpses on
Board the Mackay- -

Bennett

Halifax, N. S., April 30. One hun-
dred and ninety bodies, among them
those of Colonel John Jacob Astor and
Isldor Straus, w'ero brought to Hali-
fax today on the cableshlp Mackay-Benne- tt

which had been searching ln
an area of more than thirty square
miles near where the great liner Ti-

tanic sank after striking an iceberg.
George B Widcner's body, although

previously reported as recovered, was
not among those on the Bhlp, and her
commander explained that a body, at
first thought to have been that of Mr
Widener, was buried as that of his
valet.

306 Bodies Found.
All told 30G dead were found and

116 were again consigned to the sea.

Halifax, N. S , April 30. While the
olty's church bells tolled nnd British
flags fluttered at hair mast, the
cableshlp Mackay-Benne- tt steamed
slowly Into Halifax harbor this morn-
ing bearing tho dead picked up from
tlfo sceno where'the WTfi3StarHner
Titanic sank. She reached .her dock
In the navy yard shortly after 930
o'clock.

As soon as the ship was sighted
down tho harbor tho canvas curtains
shielding the coffins and embalmers
tents on the pier were lowered and
twenty sailors from the Canadian
cruiser Nlobe in the yard for repaiis,
lined up as a guard. A patrol boat
was stationed In front of the pier to
prevent any craft docking In tho vi-
cinity.

The First Mournorc
A woman was tho first mourner to

arrive nt the pier She was Miss
Eliza Lurette, a maid for Mrs. William
Augustus Sponcor of New York Mr '
and Mrs Spencer were passengers on
tho Titanic Mr Spencer went down
but Mrs Spencer was saved. The
maid hopes to find her late employer's
body, although it had not been re-
ported amoug those on tho Mackav-Beune- tt

'Ship's Flag at Halfmast
Her own flag at halfmast, the death

Tho first bodv removed was that ot
a seaman When tho tarpaulin was
thrown back more tHan fifty bodies
wero disclosed Men with strotpherB
carao on board and tho work of re-
moval was begun.

It was announced that tho total
number of bodies on board was 190
and it had been found neceBarj to
bury no less than 110 at sea.

Astor'o Body Identlflod
Captain Richard Roberts, seeking

Col Astor's body, after a conference
with Commander Lardner of the
Mackay-Bennet- t, said there was no
doubt that tho Identification of Col
A6tor's body was coiroct.

The Taking of Testi

raony Before Senate

Committee

Washington, April 30. The senate
investigation into the wreck of the
Titanic entered Its final stages toda..

J. Bruco Ismay, managing director
of the International Mercantile Ma-
rine, owners of tho lost liner, was re-
called to the witness stand and put
through a last searching examination
by Senator Smith.

Mr. ismay indignantly denied that
lie or any representative of his com
pany had attempted to reinsure the
Titanic between the time she went
down and tho hour the real news of
the disaster became public. He

that a wireless message which
he directed to Vice President Frank-
lin from the Carpathla on Monday
morning, April 15, did not reach that
official until Wednesday. Mr. Ismay
bald the Titanic was not a speed boat,
but was constructed under orders giv-
en by him to make her the biggest
and best equipped vessel afloat. No
cost limit had been set.

To Apear In Damage Suit.
Before reaching the senate hear

ing this morning Mr Ismay and four
officers of the Titanic were summoned
to appear before an admiralty court
commissioner late today to give tes-
timony to be used in a contemplated
damage suit to be brought against
the AVhlte Star Hue by Mrs. Louise
Robins of New York for the loss of
her husband.

A charge was made to the commit-
tee today that the White Star lino of-

ficials had positive news of the dis-
aster between the hours of 7 and 8
on the morning following the accident,
but suppressed the news until twelve
hours later. The Information was giv-
en by 0. J. Dunn, a New York busi-
ness man. who said ho in turn got
Information In Now York from the

.sou of a Western Union employe,. J

Dunn: refused to give his Informant's'-- j
name, was promptly gicn over to the

sergeant-at-arm- s and spent several
hours using the long distance tele-phon- o

to New York in an effort to be
absolved from his pledge of secrecy.

Vice President Franklin of tho
White Star line suggested the com-
mittee call on the telegraph company
for the message and said he wanted
tho committee to havo every wireless
message, cablegram or telegram bear-
ing on the disaster.

"We want this matter sifted to tho
bottom," said he.

Mysterious Telegram.
E. J. Dunn, an importer of New

York, the first witness, said that a
day or so ago a friend told of the re-
ceipt by tho Western Union Telegraph
company of a wireless message which
was transmitted to 'islefrank"

7:30 and S o'clock Monday
morning. Tho codo address Is that
of P. A. S. Franklin, vlco president of
the International Mercantile Marino
The messago, the witness said he was
Informed, told of tho Titanic disaster,
news of which was not made public
by tho White Star lino until twelve
hours later.

"What was your informant's
name?" asked Senator Smith.

"I can't tell you," replied Dunn, "J
am under pledgo not to reveal his

'name. He promised to come over
here to testify, but today I rccolvcd
the following telegram:

" 'Regret present circumstances do
not permit departure.' No signature.''

Protecting Father'G Job.
"Did your informant tell you why

you should not give his namo?"
"Simply a matter of protecting his

father Ho said his father was
by tho Western Union and that

if this matter came out and itwas
known that he gave it his father
would lose his position."

Mr. Dunn temporarily was excused.
"What about the Information in the

mvsterious message?" Senator Smith
was asked.

"Dunn has not disclosed it on the
stand, but I know what It was," said
tho senator. "It showed the White
Star people had information about the
fate of tiie Titanic hours before they
made it public."

"Did the message refer to an at-
tempt to reinsure the TlLinlc?"

"I cannot say now," the senator re-
plied.

Want Matter Sifted,

Mr Franklin suggested that the
committee call on the Western Union
to produce tho message. "We want
this matter sifted to the bottom and
wo want you tq have every message,
sent or received, that has any bearing
on the disaster," said Mr. Franklin.
