MARVELOUS FIND OF
FOSSILS IN NEVADA

Reno, Nev., Juno 12. Marvelous
discoveries of prehistoric mammals In
the shale fields on the desert twenty-eig- ht

miles east of Mina, Nov., aro
announced as the results of explora-
tions of Prof. Lawrence Baker of tho
den.irtment of ireoloclcal research of
the University of California, Prof.
Baker is assisted by Prof. B. U. Wal-

do, also of the California institution
Prof Baker Is first assistant to Prof
Merrlam, reputed to be tho greatest
authority in the world on prehistoric
mammals. The result of the investi-
gations has been to disclose the fact
that the region about Mina once was
an immense body of tropical water.

Tho bones of a three-toe- d horse
have been unearthed This animal
was about the size of a lamb. The
teeth are well preserved. The entire
remains of a prehistoric dog have
been brought to light and aro among
the most valued relics that the scien-

tific researchers have discovered. It
is stated that these animals lived at
least five or six million years ago.

The scientists do not hesitate to say
that the fields about Mina. where they
aro instituting their Investigations, are
the most marvelous in the world. Fos-

sils 18 feet high aro to be seen crop-pin- g

out from the surface. The for-

mation is upper mlocene. U is In the
heart of the desert and the scientists
are camping miles from any human
habitation, Tho ground and the cliffs

aie shale, limestone and sandstone. In
the Immediate vicinity is a bed of
pure carbonate of magnesia, which,
assays show, runs 97 per cent.

DYNAMITER LEAVES
TOWNS IN DARKNESS

coole City resumed operations for tho
first time since it was put out of com-

mission by a chargo of dynamite at
12:10 o'clock last Sunday morning.

power house In Settlement canyon,
which is traversed by a water pipe
line, which furnishes power for the
generation of electricity. Hero a big
chargo of dynamite was placed under
the pipe line and exploded. The ex-

other sorious accidents may result.
