H Wolgast Aided by the

H , Hirers battlo came to a spectacular

ending in tho thirteenth round, a dra- -
H matlc climax that left the world's

Hl lightweight championship bUU in llttlo
H Ad's possession, but with rumors of
H Jobbery, and sent tho referee. Jack
H Welsh, hurrying from the Vernon

H &?ena to escape mob violence, & vio- -
H lence that needed only the whisper of

a leader's voice to have turned the
Hl historic old pavilion into a madhouse.

H The picture must be painted in
Hl small bits. Too much happened In- -

side the space of ten seconds for any
H living man to describe the sceno in a

H sentence.
H Wolgast, the snarl of battlo on his
H . lips, a veritable ring demon, was
H forcing Elvers in front of him along

H the ropes on the north side of the
Hl rS- - Bashing out, the champion sent
H a fight to the body and followed with
H a low left to the belt territory. RIv- -
H ere crashed to tho floor under this
H J crushing assault, and the force of the
H delivery carried Ad toppling over
H on top of the Mexican.
H ' Simultaneously both men claimed a

foul Wolgast struggled wearily to a
sitting position and threw both gloved
hands to his abdomen, claiming that
Rivers had used his knee. Laying at
full length on the canvas, tho brown
challenger clutched at his belt line"
with both hands, while his frantic
soconds set up a succession of shrieks
to the effect that tho blow which
floored the Mexican boy had been a
low ono delivered In foul territory

Earl logere Angry.
"Wolgast was hurried to hlB corner,

where he lay back on his chair at full
length, with his handlers working over
him. Rivers dropped Into his chair In
a weakened condition when. Welch
turned towards the champion gestur-
ing that the latter had won.

In answer to the storm of surprise
from Rivers' corner tho rcforco main-
tained that Rivers had boon on the
floor for tho full ten seconds and that
ho had counted him out.

As the news of the refereo's verdict
spread about the ringside It left an
army of dazed and confuBed men in
Its wake. Welch quickly turned to
leave tho ring when he was met by
Attorney Earl RogerB, who tried to
prevent Jack's exit. A score of ex-

cited men were In back of Rogers,
who was burning Welch up with a
tirade of criticism, but tho referee
dodged through the crowd and roachod
the outside of the building before th

part of tho spectators knew
that ho had given a decision In favor
of Wolgast

To the newspaper men rushed Rog-
ers with this statement

"It was the most gigantic swindle,
the most wholesale bit of robbery that
ever came to my notice.

"As early aB 10 o'clock this morn-
ing it came to my ears that a plot
was on foot whereby Wolgast was to
be given a victory no matter whnt the

cost should be Tho thousands of
dollars bet on Wolgast at 'odds, which
to say the least, wero suspicious, gave
body to this story.

"I watched every move of tho three
Inside tho ropes and was satisfied
early In the bout that the referee was
favoring Wolgast In ovory ay possi-
ble. Wolgast was allowed almost un-

believable license In the way of rough
tactics, while Rivers was helng hold
to the strictest interpretation of the
rules.

"I openly charge that the decision
was a 'crooked' one. I have fought
for years to preserve the sport of box-
ing in southern California, but the
gamo will be closed down permanent-
ly If ever Welch is allowed to referee
hero again."

As tho decision of Welch became
known the great crowd surged In
about the ringside shouting "robbery'
and calling for Welch to show him-
self.
"Get Ad out of her quick." Welch
has given him the decision," said one
of the champion's seconds, and Wol-
gast was quickly taken into seclu-
sion.

Referee Welch said last night:
"Wolgast waB clearly the winner.

Just before Rivers went down Wol-
gast had landed n heavy left to '.lie
body just below the pit of the stom-
ach and followed It with anottier
smash with tho right almost to the
same place.

"Neither blow was low I did not
see what happened to Wolgast.

"Rivers did not act as If he had
been fouled. The pictures will show
that I was right and that there was
not a foul blow struck."

Welch added that he did not declare
bots off, although a statement to that
effect was shouted from the ring whllo
the confusion was at Its height.

Betting commissioners stated that
payment of bets would bo according
to the decision of tho referee. Many
contradicted the statoment of Tom
Jones that Wolgast had stumbled over
Rivers' feet. Rivers said Wolgast
went down under the terrific blow to
the jaw and In this he was backed
up by several ringside seat holdeis

Round 1.
Rivers led. They clinched. Rivers

landed three lefts to the face in quick
succession and Wolgast covered. Riv-

ers was much faster and his blocking
was bettor than that of the cham-
pion In a clinch Rivers sent in three
stiff rights, Jarring Wolgast. Rlvors'
rounds.

Round 2.

Rivers opened a dee) gash in Wol-gast- 's

neck. Blood spurted In a
stream. Rivers pecked Wolgast ten
times without a return and then put
a stiff left to tho stomach. Rivers put
a left to Wolgas,t's nose, starting a
new flow of blood Wolgast fell short
and Rivers missed once. It was Riv-
ers' round.

Round 3.
Wolgart took a stiff left in the

stomac! and, head to head, they ex-
changed .oarful rights and lefts. Wol-
gast missed a right swing and Rivers
put In another left to the wind. They
fought Uko two tlger3. Wolgast broke
the clinch and covored. Both were
covered with blood. In a clinch Riv-
ers opened tho wound in Wolgast's
neck. Round even

Round 4.
They clinched and Rivers sent Wol-

gast's head back with a right Wol-
gast clinched, but could not land at
close range Again Rivers rocked Wol-
gast, but the champion bored In. Wol-
gast found much difficulty In hitting
Rivers. Wolgast was ild. Again he
missed nnd the Mexican put in left
and right to wind. It was Rivers'
round. f

Round 5.
They went into a clinch and both

held on. Wolgast put a light left to
the jaw and missed a right In a neu-
tral corner Rivers put right and left
to tho wind and received but a light
right to the face. Then they stood in
tho middle of the ring and looked at
each other They clinched and Rivers
nearly upset Wolgast with a right to
the jaw. Mho round was even.

Round 6.
They clinched. Wolgast missed and

was nearly upset again Then Rivers
put a stifr left to the wind. Anothei
right to tho Jaw rocked Wolgast, but
he bored In. His judgment of dis-

tance was poor. In a clinch Rivers
put a right to the Jaw and Wolgast
went down. Ho was up in an instant
and they fought like tlgors, head to
head. It was Rivers round by a big
lead.

Round 7.
Both were cautious. In a clinch

Rivers backed the champion to the
ropes. Wolgast sent In left and Tight
to the wind, Rhers covering In the
break both landed light lefts, Jtlvers
then jarred the champion and Wol-

gast was wild, hitting low. Both seem-

ed tired and clinched. Wolgast again
hit low. It was Rivers' round

Round 8.
Wolgast tried with right and left

and missed both. Wolgast suddenly
put lefts and rights to the wind, chas-

ing Rivers around the ring. Both
seemed content to go at long range.
Both were very tired and slowed
down considerably. The round was
slightly In favor of Wolgast.

Round 9.
After a clinch Rivers got In a light

left to stomach. Wolgast began to
crouch to protect his stomach. Rivers
seemed to be resting, as he kept
away. It was tho tamest round of the
fight, Wolgast rushed suddenly and
put a stiff left to the stomach, making
Rivers wince. Wolgast had a shade.

Round 10.
Wolgast rushed and Rivers blocked,

making the champion miss a left.
Rivers kept away, pecking Wolgast
and stepping back. In a clinch Wol-

gast made Rivers cover with swings
to the Jaw. Rivers suddenly jumped
In and put a hard right over Wol-
gast's kidneys, and clinched, taking
nothing In return. Head to head they
exchanged fearful body smashes and
were clinched at the boll. Round Wol- -

gasts's by a shade.
Round 11.

"Wolgast missed left to wind and
Rivers hit him three times without
return. Then Rivers put a hard left
to tho jaw. Both slipped and nearly
rolled out of the ring. Rlvors seem-
ed to forco tho fighting. Wolgast
could not hit hi mand clinched.
Rivers thon stood still and took four
or five 'hard rights to the Jaw and
never winced. He then sent In a
hard left, staggering the champion.
Wolgast's smile had disappeared and
he seemed very tired. Round even.

Round 12.
Wolgast got In a right to tho wind,

ruBhlng Rivers to the ropes. Wolgast
thon tried hard to land on tho wind,
but could not get through Rivers'
blocking. Time and again the cham-
pion missed, Rlvors not attempting to
follow-u- his advantage. Both rushed
and. head to head, It was an exchange
of fearful blows, Rivers having the
better of the mixing. It was Rivers'
round.

Round 13.
Rivers rushed. They clinched, both

holding on. Wolgast nearly went

0

over from a right to tho jaw, but
borod right In, putting left to wind.
"Tako yur time, Joe," shouted Man-
ager Levy to Rivers, "you've got him.
Twice Wolgast missed Rlvors put-
ting in lofts to the face. Wolgast
was getting wilder, but Rivera kept
away. Both boj-- s were fighting head
to head. Wolgast suddenly crouched
and sent In a terrific left directly
over Rivers' groin. At the sanio in-

stant Rivers put his right to Wol-
gast's jaw and tho champion wont
down and was practically out Riv-
ers fell, writhing In pain and Referee
Welch began to count. Claims of
foul wore made In behalf of Rlvors,
but were not heeded by Welch. Turn-
ing the referee picked Wolgast up
from the floor and declared him the
winner. His seconds had to carry
him from the ring. Rivers was still
lying on the floor, but in a moment
rose unaided The ring was Instant-
ly In a seml-rlo- t. Welch, seeing the
crowd coming, announced that Wol-
gast was the winner and Immediate-
ly disappeared.

"It was the worst case of robbery
in the history of the American ring,"
said Manager Jog Lov3 "Never be-

fore have I seen a roferee pick up
a man and then give him the de-

cision. The foul blow struck by Wol-
gast was seen by every one near
tho ring. It was the fourth or fifth
foul blow the champion had landed
on Joe. Tho sum total of it all Is that
Wolgast knew ho was whipped and
resorted to his foul tactics to save
himself."

No ono connected with Wolgast's
camp would say a word and all of
them jumped into an automobile and
quickly left the pavilion

Declare Rivers Was Fouled.
Los Angeles. Cal , July 1. Dr A.

M. Smith Dr. L. W. Burt and Dr
examined Rivers Immediately

after tho Mexican had reached his
dressing loom. Dr Smith stated that
ho saw tho blow struck and that It
was a "deliberate foul " Dostors Burt
and Byington agreed that the blow
was foul and very painful. Al Hard-
er, official tlmekeopor for the club,
snid that it was just nine seconds be
fore the round was to end when Riv-
ers and Wolgast went down Several
seconds had elapsed before Referee
Welch began to count.

"I don't know how many seconds
Welch had counted before I rang the
boll," said Harder, "but I do know
that aiter I had rung the bell ending
the round Welch gave tho decision
to Wolgast."

He has met the greatest
wrestlers in the country, but of course
has not defeated them, for. as he says,
"If I had beaten them I would bo
the greatest wrestler In the country
myself."

He has ambition, too, of being the
leading wrestler of the country. Ho
was born in Germany and Is a thor-
oughbred German and looks the part.
He has been In the "United States for
ten years and likes the country. Ho
met Gotch, Mahmout and Hackon-schmid- t.

He knows the game from
A. to Z and is ready to meet anyone
at all. He Is particularly anxious to
take a fall out of Farmer Burns Jn
Butte and will prepare for the pro-
posed bout at the Olympia Athletic
club under the direction of Jerry Mc-

Carthy.
In Billings recently he beat a 220

pound local favorite named Teddy
Farrell. He met tho "Terrible Turk"
there and was Injured In an accident-
al fall.

Tell of the Battle

At Las Vegas

Aast Las Vegas, N. M., July 4. Jnck

Johnson, a former routabout on the
wharves at Galveston, Tex, earned
more money yesterday than any other
man In the world, and if the police
had not stopped Johnson's fight with
Flynn, Johnson would have earned
still more, for he had a small per-
centage In the moving pictures be-

sides the $30,000 clear of training ex-

penses he demanded before he would
enter the ring.

Flynn's butting tactics brought the
police Into the ring in the ninth round
of his scheduled forty-five-rou-

fight with Jack Johnson here today.
Refereo Smith gave Johnson the de-

cision Smith said, however, the
fight was not won on a foul.

Said Smith- - "They both trans-
gressed on the rules, Johnson by hold-
ing and Flynn by butting, but Flynn
was the greater offender. The decision
was given to Johnson because he had
the better of tho fighting up to that
time. Thoy agreed fully a week ago
that if there was any Interference of
any kind, the man in the lead at the
time tho bout was stopped was to be
declared the winner. But Johnson had
scored the most punches and had
brought the most blood. This was
something that could not be denied.
But that he looked a winner at the
time of the Interference is a different
matter. It was the opinion of the
majority of the spectators that If
Flynn could have kept his temper and
fought cleanly he fcould have worn
Johnson down."

Flynn was evidently the bettor
trained of the pair. He was full of
fight and ginger at all times, while
Johnson, with a grin on hlB face,
stalled for fully half a round. By the
time the sixth round was started
Johnson was a somewhat bedraggled
champion. Ills stamina had been af-

fected by the constant pugging of
Flynn's gloves against his stomach,
and it was noticed that he no longer
maintained the Idiotic grin which he
wore In the preceding rounds.

Ey the way Flynn rushed from his
corner It was apparent that ho had
seen eldence of Johnson weakening
In the preceding rounds. The fire-
man tore at his quarry like a bull at
a gate and had Johnson against the
ropes bofore Johnson had taken two
steps from his cornor.

Johnson clasped Flynn's forearms
nnd leaned his el.bowB in the hollow of
Flynn'B arms In such a way that
Flynn was as powerless as a man
handcuffed. Flynn lurched and
twisted violently In his efforts to free
himself and, finding' he could not do
so, used his head as a battering ram
on Johnsoh's throat and chin,

Johnson still held on and glanced
appeallngly at the referee. And In
the meantime Prof. Watson Burns,
the champion's principal second,
jumped upon tho ring ledge and shout-
ed at Smith "Can't you seo that Flynn
Is butting?" Johnson added his voice
to that of Burns, and there was a
look of concern In ,tho champion's
eyes.

Referee Smith pulled the men apart
and shook .a warning finger at Flynn.
Flynn, whose fighting blood was up,
yelled excltealy: "He's holding me!
He's holding me! Why don't you make
blm quit and fight as a champion
should?"

Smith turned to Johnson and told
him that the charge against him was
true and that while he was not as
culpable in tho matter of unfair fight-
ing as his opponent, he was certainly
departing from the agreement that
had been entered Into as to a fair
ttand up boxing match.

Then Smith waved them logother
again and when the order to resume
fighting was given, Flynn went at the
champion head on. Once again John-
son clasped Flynn's arms and pinioned
hlra, and, try as he might, the fire-
man could not free a glove to deliver
a blow.' He was mad clear through
and he immediately resorted to but
ting again, while Johnson shouted to
the refereo for help, and Professor
Burns, on tho ring lodge, waved his
arms and cried aloud about the un-

fairness of things.
Not once, but four times, did Smith

have to put the men asunder and
shake a warning forefinger at Flynn.
As often as ho did so Johnson stood
there in a notably limp condition, and
Flynn, with his fighting spirit at fe-

ver heat, gesticulated and bellowed,
"What am I to do? Whnt ara 1 o do!
I am licking the big stiff and he Is
holding me like grim death nil tho
time."

And hero is the significant point,
for those who know Johnson and know
of his past battles and his past spells
of training. When he was himself he
never allowed any ono to take liber-
ties wltli him. An extra hard punch
either In a practico bout or In a real
fight brought rolatiatlon from the
champion In tho shape of rights and
