Darrow Attorney Accus-
es Witness of Perjury-Lawye- r

Fined.

Los Angeles, Aug. C The Darrow
trial was halted again this fternoon
by tho court fining Earl Rogers, chief
counsel for Clarence Darrow, $50 for
contempt, with the alternative of five
days In jail Later, upon the state-
ment of Horace Appel of Darrow's
counsel that tho defense would bo un-

able to proceed, the court - modified
the order, making tho alternative "Im-

prisonment in the county jail from
now until 9 tomorrow morning," and
adjourned until 10 o'clock tomorrow
morning.

Rogers Immediately secured a writ
of habeas corpus, Issued by acting
Presiding Judge Seawell of tho inter-
ior court, returnable next Monday at
10 o'clock.

May Escape Sentence
Rogers and his associates say that

under this writ he has escaped" from
the jail sentence, no matter what
may be the decision of tho presiding
judge on the showing Monday. They
point out that the sentence was not
for a definite period in Jail, such as
twenty-fou- r hours, and that next
Monday the specific time of the im-

prisonment specified having passed,
there can be no imprisonment under
the order.

production In court of the

Dr Juan
Guiteras, director of sanitation of
Cuba, and formerly United States
army yellow fever expert, opposes the
American congressional scheme for
an investigation of sanitary condi-

tions of Cuba.
Dr. Guiteras charges that the Unit-

ed States is trying to conceal the
existence of the plague In San Fran-
cisco, whore, he says, is the source
of Cuban Infection and he cites the
3'cllow fever epidemic In New Or-

leans in 1905, when he asserts, Cuba
was infected in a similar way He
further maintains that Mexico was
Infected with the bubonic plague
through tlie concealment of Its ex-

istence In San Francisco. It is an
inopportune time, Dr. Guiteras thinks,
for the American congtesB to censure
Cuba. '

"As a matter of fact," ho says,
"health conditions in Cuba are better
than In the United States, and the
United States In reality is R menace
to us, with Its cpldomics of spinal
meningitis, infantile paralysis and
smallpox, which do not exist In our
republic We are constantly In fear
of smallpox Infection from the Unit-

ed States. Moreover the pleagne sit-

uation in California and Porto Rico
has caused us much anxiety."
