UNCLE SAM'S BiG
RANCH IN UTAH

Ogclen Office of the Forest Service Orders the Enclosing of 300,000
Acres and One Fence Five Miles and Another Eleven Mites

Long Are to Be Built by the Forest Rang-
ers of Southern Utah. ,

The perplexing problem of prevent-
ing injury to tho national forests from
overgrazing by cattle and horses In

localities where the stock are run on

the open range during tho entire 12

months of tho year will be overcome
In an unusual manner on the Kalbab
national forest, which Is located In tho
"Arizona strip" north of tho Grand
Canyon of Colorado. According to
District Forester Sherman, It has been
round that the entire south, west and
north boundaries of the Kalbab forest
are practically fenced by natural bar-
riers, consisting of the Grand Can-

yon of the Colorado on the south, and
runrock cliffs along Kanab creek,
which forms the north and west boun-
daries. By closing tho gaps in the
cliffs with a substantial four-wir- e

fcuco, and connecting the barriers
thus formed with a drift fence, some
forty-tw- o miles In length, which al-

ready has been constructed across tho
forest, approximately 300,000 acres of
national forest land, which "nas suf-

fered most from overgrazing, will bo
entirely closed.

A careful survey of tho forest boun-
dary by the rangers ohovs that only
five miles of fenco will bo required to
connect the cliffs along the present
boundary and completely prevent cat-

tle and horses from entering the for-

est at any point along nearly 150 miles
of the boundary, except whero gates
are provided.

The comploto enoloBuro of the for-

est, howoYer, does not entirely solva
the problem, since nearly 5,000 head
of the cattlo and horses which aro
grazed uron the forest during the
summer monthb under permit leBued
by tho government also graze Upon
tho lower range within the forest dur-
ing tho spring, fall and winter months.
In order to remove tho large excess
of unpermitted cattle which Is re-

sponsible for the present overgrazed
condition of the range, all tho cattle
and horses within the forest would
navo io be counted. Such an oper-
ation Is not only exceedingly expen-
sive, but more or loss Injurious to the
stock and to a large extent unreliable,
since many of the wild cattle either
can not be found in the rough brush
and timbered country or escape be-

fore boing caught and marked with
paint or "bushed" for identification
after boing released Further investi-
gation by tho rangers, however, has
shown that eleven miles of fence will
close up the open country betwoen the
cliffs in tho heads of the canyons in
the Interior of the forest, thus sepa-
rating the rango suitable for winter
grazing from tho hlghor country upon
which tho cattlo graze during tho
summer months. By tho construction
of such a .division fenco between the
summer and winter ranges the number
of stock within the forest can be as-

certained as they are forced for lack
of snow and water on the winter range
to drift to Ihe higher country where
grass and water aro more abundant
Somo fifty gates will he constructed in
tho boundary and division fences, and
rangers will be stationed ai conven-
ient points, who will admit tho stock
and determine the ownership, accord-
ing to the mark and brand they bear
When unpermitted stock are discov-
ered, thoy will bo driven outBlde tho
forest, and, in this way. the total num-
ber allowed to graze upon the forest
may be so regulated as to allow the
rango to iccover from past misuse.

The construction of the boundary
and division fences has been author-
ized by the district forester, and tho
necessary amount of barb wire and
staples purchased and shipped to the
supervisor of the Kalbab forest. The
fences will be built entirely by ran-
ger labor during the winter season,
and a numbor of regularly appointed
rangers from other forests will be
sent to the Kalbab to assist In tho
work.

UMBRELLA

IS EVIDENCE

Telltale Initials on Han-
dle Point to Owner

As' Dynamiter

Indianapolis, Oct. 23. A battered
Ivory handled umbrolla that had sur-
vived an explosion was produced as a
government exhibit at the "dynamite
conspiracy" trial yesterday. Thomas
Rcrger of Pittsburgh, foroman of a
bridge- construction company, Identi-
fied It as having been found after an
explosion on a railroad bridge at
Dayton, O., May 3, 1908.

"I notice you are examining the
handle. What attracts your attention
to It?" asked United States District
Attorney Miller.

"I see on the handle engravod the
Initials 'E. C.'" replied the witness.
It was the umbrella which the gov-
ernment charges Edward Clark, Cin-
cinnati, carried when ho attempted to
blow up the bridge and whioh he held
over tho dynamite to proteot It from
a heavy rain. The government says
Clark, after lighting the fuse, forgot
the umbrella.

Clark at the oponlug of the prewnt
trial pleaded guilty.

The indictment alleges that Herbert
S. Hockln, acting secretary of the
International Association of Bridge &
Structural Iron Workors, assisted
Clark In preparing for the Dayton
explosion. '

Forermin Testify.
A dozen foremen of construction

firms testified about explosions. H.
G. Reynolds, Richmond, Va., told
of an attempt to blow up a bridge
acrosB the SusqueKana river near
Berryvllle. Md., on Jnne 2, 1008, when
four men ran awy leaving dynamite
behind.

E. J McGivena, Chicago, described
tho blowing up of a construction car
on an elevated road extension at
Buen.i Park, Chicago, In March. 1008,
nnd ihe dynamiting of a car of steel
at Indiana Harbor, Ind., a vear later.

11 W Ashley, Pittsburgh, told of
the dynamiting of a viaduct near
Clairton, Pa , Oct. 21, 190C, after
which pieces of a suitcase In which
the bomb had been enclosed, were
found scattered ovor the country.
Judgo Albert B Anderson, before
whom the forty-fiv- e men charged
with illegal transportation of explo-
sives, ar being tried, made sevoral
rulings in answer to objections raisod
by tho defense. He ruled that evi-

dence concerning all of tho one hun-
dred explosions referred to by tho
government including tho Lob Angales
Times disaster, might be Introduced
as showing a motive.

He said the conspiracy already had
been proven the nleaB of guilt on
tho part of Clark and Ortlo McMan-Iga- l.

but tho jury was to determine
whether the remaining defendants
wore implicated.

Th court stated further that the
government had undertaken to show
that the object of tho conspiracy was
much broader than the mere Illegal
transportation of dynamite and nltro
ghcerlne, that the explosives were
being transported to destroy property
and to enforce a "reign of terror"
against contractors "who ran an open
shop "

As showing the scopo of what
might bo offeredk tho court

cited decisions which grew out of a
railroad employee' dispute. The or-

iginal purpose of the employes, the
court said, was not to obstruct tho
United States mall, but as an inci-

dent of tho execution of the con-

spiracy to tie up other tracks, tho
mail trains were obstructed and the
United States supreme court hold tha
all the acts constituted a consplrac.i
to obstruct tho malls.
