TWO CABINET OFFICERS.

Two of the new men in President
Taft’s cabinet are Richard A. Ballin- !
ger and Jacob M. Dickinson. Of these
two statesmen, their biographers say:

Four states may claim a proprietary
Interest in Richard A. Ballinger, the
new secretary of the interlor. He is
a native of Towa, having been born In
Boonsboro {n 1859; after practicing
law in Illinois for a while he removed
to Alabama, and in 1899 he became
a resident of Port Townsend in Wash-
Ington state. The next year he was
appointed United States commissioner
at Port Townsend and later was elect-
ed judge of the superior court of Jef-
ferson county. Flve years ago Mr.
Ballinger was elected mayor of Seat-
tle, and when his term as mayor ex-
pired President Roosevelt appointed
him commissioner of the general land
office.

As a practitioner at the bar, Mr.
Balllnger made a specialty of the ad-
miralty and maritime law and his pos-
itlon as commlissioner of the gener-
al land office gave him a wide knowl-
edge of the land laws and other im-
portant problems which will fall un-
der his Jurisdiction as secretary of
the interior,

Mr. Ballinger’s father studled law
in the office of Abraham Lincoln, and
his ancestors on both sides participat-
ed in the war of the revolution and
the war of 1812, He was prepare.l
for college in the public schools and is
a graduate of Willlams college, class
of '84. He is the author of “Ballinger
on Community Property” and of “Bal-
linger's Annotated Codes and Statutes
of Washington” Mr. Ballinger I8 a
Republican state committeeman for
the state of Washington, and was a
member of the advisory committee
Jduring the last campaign.

Jacob McGavock Dickinson, the new
secrotary of war, Is the southern
member of President Taft's cabinet
A Mississipplan by birth, he is a citi-
zen of Tennessee and as a Cleveland
Demoerat supported Mr. Taft for the
presidency.

WHAT CAUSES DEATH.

The bureau of census has just pub-
lished its elghth annual report on mor-
tality statistics, which presents the
figures for the calendar year 1807, lo-
gether with comparative data for the
years 1903 to 1806, inclusive:

The statistics given in the report do
not cover the entlre country, but only
that portion of the United States
known as the “registration aren.” This
area includes the states in which the
laws requiring the registration ot
deaths have been accepted as giving
practically complete mortality returns,
and those citles in non-registration
states In which satisfactory returns
are required by the local authorities.
The registration area in 1907 lucluded
15 states, the District of Columbla,
and 76 other cities. The 16 registra-
tlon states were Californls, Colorado,
Connecticut, Indiana, Maine, Mary-
land, Massachusetts, DMichigan, New
Hampshire, New Jersey, New York,
Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, South
Dakota, and Vermont.

The aggregate population of the reg-
{stration area for the calendar year
1907 is estimated at 41,768,037, or 48.8
per cent of total estimated population
of continental United States for thut
year.

The total number of deaths reportad
from all forms of tuberculosls for the
year 1907 was 76,650, an Increase of
1,138 over the number reported for
1906. When allowance is made for
the Inorease in population, however,
the death rate declined slightly, fall-
fng from 1842 per 100,000 in 1506 to
183.6 In 1907,

Nine of the 15 registration states
had decreased rates in 1907 as com-
pured with 1906. The highest rates
for 1907 were those for Colorado
(289.4), California (275.9), Rhode Is-
Jand (200.9-, and Maryland (200.2);
while the lowest rates were for Michi-
gan (103.5) and South Dakota (105.1).
In California no less than 15 per cent
of all deaths occurring during 1907
were from tuberculosis; In Colorado
the proportion was even greater (16.4
per cent).

The large cities with highest rates
were Denver, Colo. (486.6), New Or-
leans, La. (332); Newark, N. J.
(291.6); Washington, D. C. (280);
Cincinnati, Chlo (266.8); Baltimors,
Md. (263.2); and Jersey City, N. J
(261.5). The highest rates for cities
with less than 100,000 inhabitants
were in San Antonio, Tex. (633.2) and
Colorado Springs, Colo. (580.5) In
the case of cities, as well as states,
the health 1esorts are credited with
more than their due share of deaths
from this disease

Tuberculosis of the lungs caused
noarly nine-tenths of all of the deaths
from tuberculosis in its various forms.

The mortality of the Indlans from
tuberculosis is undoubtedly far high-
er than that of either the whites or

Cancer affecting the varfous organs
and parts of the body caused 30,514
deaths in the registration area during
the year 1807, or 1,494 more deaths
than were reported for the same cause
{n 1906. The death rate for this dis
ease rose from 70.8 per 100,000 ot
population in 1908 to 73.1 n 1907. Ot
the 15 registration states, 12 shewed
increased death rates from cancer for
1907 as compared with the previous
yn'r, and S—Connecticut, Michigan,
and New Jersey—showed slightly re-
duced rates for this disease,

Of the various forms of this disease,
cancer of the stomach and liver was
the most {mportant, being responsible
for nearly 2 out of every 6 deatlis
from cancer.

There were 12,670 deaths from ty-
phold fever in the registration area
during the year 1807, the death rate
from this disease being 80.3 per 100,
000 of population in that year as com-
pared with 32.1 for 1906.

_The rate of mortality from typhoid
fever was less for 1907 than for 1906
in every reglstration state except Colo-
rado, New Jersey, and New York. The
states with the highest death rates in
1907 were Colorado (63.7) and Penn-
sylvania (50.3); those with the low-
est were Vermont (10.8), Rhode Is-
land (11), and New Hampshire (11.9).

Among the large cities, 7 showed
death rates of over 60 per 100,000 ot
population. These were Pittsburg, Pa.
(130.8); Allegheny, Pa. (96.8); Scran-
ton, Pa. (75.8); Louisville, Ky. (67.9);
Denver, Colo. (67.1); Philadelphia, Pa.
(60.7); and New Orleans, La. (55.5).
Twenty-one of the large cities showed
decreased mortality from this dlseaso
in 1907 as compared with 1906,

Under meningitis 11,100 deaths were
reported for 1907, this belng at the
rate of 26.6 per 100,000 of population.
The highest rates for the registration
states were those for New Hampshire
(37.8) and Massachusetts (37.4). The
highest rates for the large cities were
those for Denver, Colo. (63.2) and
Memphis, Tenn. (62.9).

Whooping cough showed a marked
decrease in mortality, the number of
deaths falling from 6,324 in 1906 to
4,856 in 1907 and the death raie de-
clining from 154 te 11.6 per 100,000
of population. Tke United States oc-
cupies a somewhat favorable position
amoung the nations with respect to
its death rate from this disease.

In four out of the five years from
1903 to 1907, whooping cough caused
more deaths In the registration area
of the United States than either scar-
let fever or measles, and yet it {s very
seldom that active measures are taken
agalnst its spread.

The total number of deaths from
all forms of violence in the registra-
tion area during the year 1307 was
52,548, an Increase of 2,996 over the
number for the previous year. The
death rate rose from 1209 per 100,000
of population for 1906 to 126.8 for
1907,

Of the deaths from violence, 43,094
were accidental, 6,745 were sulcides,
and 2,709 were homicides Deaths
from rallroad acecldents and injuries
numbered 7,676, and deaths from auto-
mobile accidents 294

The death rate from sulcide rose
from 143 per 100000 of population
In 1906 to 16.2 In 1907. This appar-
ent increase may be due in part to
more accurate returns in the latter
year

Milltary Experts Talk of the Future of
Dirigible Balloens.

Japan has the intention, acecording
te rumor, of buying two army airships
in France to be models, it {8 sald, for
building a fleet of airships in Japan
Inquiring at the Japanese embassy
and airship buflders, elicited no infer-
mation.

Regarding the employment of alr-
ships {n a military campaign, however,
I bad Interesting conversations. M
Julliot, one of the leading constructive
experts and chief engineer at Messrs
Lebaudy's aerostatic establishment at
Molsean, sald:

Alrships wHl prove i{nvaluable as
scouts They can carry, with the
necessary precautions, from 1,000 to
1,200 pounds of explosives. A single
alrshlp equipped for mlilitary opera-
tions would prove as effective as an
army'of 50,000 men They would
cause an enormous saving {n war ma-
térial. In peace the alrship may ox-
plore new countries where lecomotion
{s difficult or dangerous.”

M. Kapferer, at present specially en-
gaged on behalf of M. Henri Deutsch
de la Meurthe in the study of airships,
when asked regarding their practical
military use said:

“In my opinion airships are destined
to take the place of cavalry. Whether
they will ever be used to drop ex-
plosives T do not know. It is certain,
at all events, that an entirely new
scheme of construoting forts would
have to be invented to guard against
attacks from the air.”
