HOW THE SMUDGE POTS WON A
VICTORY.

It would be hard to exaggerate the
importance of the smudge pots in the
fruit Industry of Colorado, is the state-
ment of the Denver News.

The fruit crop of Grand valley this
Year Is estimated at s::.ono_(nuu' The
time is not distant when the fruit crop
of the western slope will be worth
£30,000,000 each perhaps more
than that sum. Up till now this vast
Industry was carried on at a hazard
Last year the smudge pots were call-
ed Into play In only a fow districts In
Colorado, and these districts were
saved. On the strength of this inltial
victory orchard heaters were hought
or made in vyast numbers, and they
have proved their worth, r

The victory of last Thursday not
only insured this and many succeeding
fruit erops from the frost, but nrr)\-n;l
decisively what sort of heaters were
best for the work.

The coal heaters

were successful, but slow. The var-
‘fous experiments of smudge baskets
anl the like have saved only part of
the crops intrusted to them. The oll
heaters came through with flying col-
ors. You can make your own. On
one big orchard sixteen men lighted
5.000 of these oil heaters In forty-five
minutes. The danger temperature 18
28 degrees, These heaters pushed it
up to past 32 degrees. As a measure
of the financial Iimportance of this
demonstration, we may say that it
costs about $25 per acre to equip an
orchard with heaters. It costs about
$5 per night to run them, and there are
geldomn more than three nights a year
when they need be lighted. The cost
of saving the most expensive crop, the
first crop, is therefore about $40 per
acre. And the crop on a western slope
orchard fs worth from $300 to $2,000
per acre,

More and more is man winning to a
real mastery of the earth. But few,
indeed of his advances are so frelght-
ed with meaning for a state as Is this
victory over King Frost.

BUSINESS OF THE COUNTRY.

Internal commerce movements Jdur-
ing March, as reported to the bureau
of statistics of the Hepartment of
commerce and labor, indicate a heavy
Jumber moyvement.to consuming cen:
ters, due apparently to increased build
ing activity in the large cities. The
soft coal, coke, and pig iron trades, on
the other hand, showed slackening ten-
dencies. The March shipments of
hard coal were unusually large in view
of impending labor difficulties,
Live stock receipts during March
at seven primary interfor markets, 3,
671,800 head, show considerable in-
crease over March, 1908 and 1907, fig-
ures of 3,379,678 and 3,088,978 head.
All _the large centers, with the excep-
tion of St. Joseph and St. Paul, show
figures in excess of those recorded for
March, 1098. The increase is due to
larger receipts during the month of
cattle, hogs, and sheep. Receipts at
the same markets during the first quar-
ter of the year, 10,449,993 head, were
about 10 per cent below the corre-
sponding réceipts in 1908. Chicago,
Kansas City, Omaha, and St. Joseph
show considerabe losses for the quar-
ter, primarily under the head of hogs,
but also under the head of cattle and
calves. The calculated number of
cars used in transporting the total
number of live gtock to market for
the first quarter of the year, 178,915,
was below corresponding totals In 1908
and 1907 of 200,434, and 188,692 cars,
respectively, though the number of
cars for March, 61,904, compares fav-
orably with the March number for the
preceding two years.

Shipments during the month of
packing house products from Chicago,
161,456,467 pounds, show a declded de-
crease when compared with :\1;:\!‘(‘11,
1908 and 1907, figures of 200,450,012
and 199,525,571 pounds. The largest
losses in shipments are shown by
fresh beel, lard, hides, and capned
meats, while cured meats and pork
show larger totals than for March,
1908. Shipments for the first quarter
of the year, 501,636,702 pounds, were
about 20 per cent below the corre
sponding 1908 and 1307 figures, due
mainly to losses In the shipments of
fresh beefl, cured meats, hides, lard,
and canned meats. The smaller ship-
ments of canned meats from Chicago
correspond fairly well with the dimin-
ished export demard for the article.
The eastward trunk line movement
of provisions Jduring the month from
Chicago and Chicago Junction points,
80,200 net tons, shows a similar de-
crease as compared with correspond-
ing 1908 and 1907 figures of 119,032
and 111.519 net tons. A considerable
though nolt so heavy a decrease is also
shown by the quarterly figures of the
movement, 230,581 net tons, which
were about one-fourth less than those
reported for the first three months of
the two preceding years.

Live stock re’cc-i(m during the month
at the four principal Atlantic seaboard
cties, (77,596 head, were considerably
below like receipis during March, 1908.
Smaller totalg are shown for the
rivals of ali classes of animals, chiefly
hogs. The total for the first quarter
of the year, 2.260.254 heal, likewise
shows a considerable shrinkage when
compared with the corresponding 1908
totals of 2,499,815 head, the decrease
being due to smaller receipts of hogs.
