COUNTY SALOON
: LICENSE RAISED

Commissioners Increase Amount From
$750 to $1,200 a Year.

Salt Lake, May %6.—Imitating the
city council, the county commiesion-
ers Tuesday passed an ordinance ins
creasing the county saloon  license
from $750 to $1,200 a year, effective
the quarter beginning July 1.

There are about thirty-six saloons
|in the county, and the increase will
add about $16,200 to the county's rev-
enues annually, unless some of the
saloons should be put out of busineas
by the advance in the license, which
is not likely, as practically all the

saloons in the county are either brew- |

ery owned or brewery controlled.

The increase amounts to $112.50 a
quarter, the quarterly license hereto-
fore being only $187.50 or $750 a year.
Under the new ordinance the guarter-
ly license amounts to $300. The ap-
nual license In the clity Is $1,600, or
$375 a quarter. The saloon license |n
the county last year amounted
proximately $27,000. Under the new

ordinance it will amount to about $48, {.
