known the existence of freaks or
sports new plants essentially dif

feront from the parents which spring
up suddenly in the geneaology of a
species They are differentiated from
hybrids and recurrent varieties in that
tIme latter differ from the parents In
secondary or varietal character
while sports differ in some primary
or specific character Therefore a
sport ala be classed asa new legiti-
mate Independent species As such
