Phlladolhpla Sept 2SIlghl men
were drowned and seven had a nar-
row escape from death by the founder ¬

ing Saturday of the Norwegian steam-
er

¬

Gere six miles from the winterquarter lightship
The seven men who were saved

arrived here this afternoon on the
British steamer Arroyo which took
them from the light ship They are
Julius Meyer the captain anti six
men Tho men told a thrilling
story of the shipwreck They said
the Gere which left here Friday with
a crow of fifteen and a cargo of coal
for Sagua La Grande Cuba encoun J

tored rough weather after passing out
of tho Delaware capes

Off the winter quarter light ship
when only throe men were on deck-
an minimally heavy sea struck the
steamer and she keeled over at a
clangorous angle She was repeate-
dI

¬

struck by high seas and finally went
over on her side Nothing could bo
done to right the vessel and she set-
tled

¬

rapidly
The only boat had been swept frcm

the davits anti was floating away
therefore there was nothing for the
men to do hut Jump Into the sea

All managed to find timber or other
floating objects from the ship anti the-
Stronger swimmers struck out for the
drifting boat The little craft was
floating bottom up hilt after a trying
time It was righted and an attempt
was made to clear It of water Enough
was gotten out after a two ham strug-
gle to put two men in It and with
tho aid of their hands and a pair of
marine glasses they scooped enough
water out to permit others to climb-
In

All time time this was going on the
crew was fighting and losing a battle
with death The weakest swimmers
and two that could not swim called
to those in time boat to assist them
One was told he could not that it
was every one for himself-

A mast with a sail attached
VPS floating near mine one of the
men Jumped over and towed II to
the boat It was erected and at 430-
p m they sighted the lightship the
crew of which took them on board
