The bodies of J Ismaster Alex Mc
Clcllan Robert White Fred Ingham-
and William Steele were brought out
of the mine this morning

Alexander Shaw the foreman who
worked energetically with his son and
others to rescue the men cut off by
fire damp says that the five found
this morning wero huddled In a row
seemingly as though they had been
holding coat tails

with their party they ran up a stall
evidently to seek a short way but
when death overtook them they were
less than a hundred fect from where

The firss news of Mixs landing was
contained In a personal dispatch to
the Associated Press tInted Oslro-
lenka The aeronaut said I landed
In the midst of a large pine tree In
the forest of Gutova west of Oslro-
Jpuka and north of Warsaw a a
oclock Tuesday morning 1 encoun-
tered a heavy rain My ballast was
exhausted when I camo down At
present I am in the hands of the
police hut all is going well-

I had bad weather Sunday nlphU 11
was cloudy and rain foil and I used
halt my ballast before morning The
weather was so thick that il was Im-

possible

to locate my position except
for one hour south of Prague-

Mix made his journey through fog
and blinding rainstorms which com-
pelled

After crossing the Swiss and Aus-

trian Alps Captain Messner one of
the Swiss pilots reported that his
clothes were covered with Ice to a
thick cash of half an Inch Messner
reached an altitude of 1SOOO feet

point He descended in the foothills
