five years after the close of the war
Mr Cave resided in Kentucky and
Missouri and thou he came west Ho
stopped In terrace Utah while en
route lo California and finally de ¬

cided to open the first general mer-
chandise

store in that town which
was one of the important towns on
the old Central Pacific railroad In-

1S90 Mr Cave moved to Ogden hero
he engaged In the general merchan-
dise

business About nine years ago
be wns appointed a deputy sheriff
and court bailiff of Weber county a

Through his efficiency both as an
officer of the court and an officer of
the law Mr Cave won the respect of
