Curtiss Machine's Showing.

In the regular events of the day
as apnonnced the Curtiss machines
made great headway Hamilton was
out early and made the first clrcle
of the course. The Interest in the
cvent continued unabated and Hamlil-
ton was rewarded for his corts by
the delight of the crowd.

Three Curtiss machines were rolled
ont io the lawn in front of the judges*
stand. Curtlss himself appeared. took
Liold of things in a workman-like man-
ner and soon was in Lhe air for a
preliminary flight

Shortly after 2 o'clock. Curtlss
started the officlal events by making
a trial to set a new speed record for
the course of a mile and a half. His
first attempt was 224 1.5,

Paulhan Is Cheered.

About this time, Paulhan detracted
attention by his San Pedro flight and
when things had settled down again
Curtiss made a new trial. He suc-
cecded in eutting the time to 2:20 3-5,
Not sutisfled with this, he made an-
other attempt later in the afternoon
and set a mark of 2:12. This Is the
official record for the course.

Paulhan agaln—this time with Mas-
son as passenger—flew Into the cen-
ter of the stage and made his bow. He
remained in the air 18 minutes and
30 seconds and cireled the course six
times, drawing a cheer every timo he
whizzed by the stands.

Then the dirigibles appeared. Roy
Knabenshue and Lincoln Beachey an-
nounced a speed trial for the course
The big bags crossed the tape at 3
o'clock and moved gracefully along
the Pylons. The race was the first
for dirigibles over a prescribed course,
Knabenshue made what was consld-

ered flrst time—6:29 3-5. Beachey
came in in 7:50.
Hamilton went up after the slow

record of the course, a flight without
much interest except from the stand-
point of tractability of the machine.

feat as spectacular as his “trip to
Paradige or Hades” Wednesday

The sight of a man merely flying
has come (o be 80 common that it
requires somelhing really thrilling to
gain attention now. This was dem-
onetrated yesterday when the race
between  the Frenchman and the
Amerlean, Curtlss, fafled to evoke
more than @ perfunctory cheer. Cur-
tiss passed Paulhan twice while fly-

ing around the conrse In an attempt
to establish a record for smixteen

miles. Then when Paunlhan sought to
lower hils rival's mark of 24.54 25,
and failed by five seconds, there was

hardly any demonstration of onthu
slasm

flown higher than any man ever did?”

One of the earllest visitors on the
ficld today was Charles M. Schwab,
former president of the United States
Steel corporation, who arrived this
morning on a specfal train from Ne-
vada, where he has been inspecting
mining properties. He brought with
him Mrs. Schwab, his sister, Miss
Gertrnde Schwab and a party of ten
New York friends, They were shown
through the aecroplane tents In the
center of the vast field by Clifford B.
Harmon, the New York sportsman,
who extracted from the steel magnate
o promise to accompany him on a
balloon trip tomorrow or some other
day before the close of the meet.
Mrs. Schwab did not seem enthusf
astic over her husband's possible avi-
ation.

After a three-day struggle with ex-
tensive tables of logarithms, the
board of aviation judges have final-
1y arrived at the figures which shall
stand as the official record of Paul-
han's world-beating high flight A
statement regarding the performance
and the Jjudges findings was made
public today. It read

“In the afternoon of January 12,
1010, on the aviation field of San Do-
minguez, near los Angeles, Cal,
Louis Paulhan, In a Farman aero-
plane, propelled by a gnome motor,
made an attempt to accomplish the
world's record for altitude. A series
of observations was made during his
flight and they were carefully com-
pared, and calculations made from
them by the approved methods of
trigonometry. These proved that Mr.
Paulhan reached the altitude of
4,165 feet, which is equivalent to
1,269.7 meters, A cable recelved from
the International Aeronautic Federa-
tion In France certifles that Hubert
Latham on January 7, 1910, reached
the altitude of 1,060 meters (equiva-
lent to 3.444 feet), and that was then
the world’'s record. In hig flight Mr
Paulhan carrled an anerold barome-
ter which he examined during his
flight and noted that it marked 4,600
feet, In view of the unreliability of
a barometer for this purpose, the
committee I8 nnwilling to trust to this
method, It therefore, adopts the re-
cord of 4,165 feet. and declares that
Mr. Paulman has exceeded the record
of Mr. Latham by 721 feet (219.7
meters), and, therefore, holds the
world's record

FORMER FOOTBALL STAR
ENTERS LAW FIRM.

New York, Jan. 15.—James G. Ho-
gan, former Yale football captain, who
has been deputy commissioner of
street cleaning In New York City for
some time, hag announced his resigna-
tion On Wednesday he will enter a
down-town law flrm.

Hogan told his boss, “Big Bill” Ed
wards, the former Princeton football
star, last night that he would not de-
sert him until the streets are cleaned
of snow, resultlng from the present
blizzard.
