Clever Young Englishman Settles Once and for All the Question of

Which Is the Better Man—*'

Durable Dane'’ Fails to ‘‘Come

Back'' as His Friends Had Predicted.

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 26—DBat-
tling Nelson of Hegeswich, 111, mlll
no longer menace the lightwelght
belt. For the first time in his fight-
Ing career the “Durable Dane” the
once great pugilist, was knocked out
today beyond all dispute by Owen
Moran, the sturdy lad from Uirmlm:"
ham, England, in the presence of one
of the largest crowds of spectators |
ever assembled at a glove contest in |
thig clty. Moran knocked Nelson out
in the eleventh round of a scheduled
20-round event, his victory being clean
and leaving no room for argument as
to his complete victory over the one |
time champion But he  was com-
pelled to drop Nelson five times 'u
this round for despite the force ol
the Briton's right-hand punches on
the point of the chin, the wonderful
fighting spirit of the Dane was ever
present. One second after the final
count had been tolled off and Referee
Ben Selic above the din  shouted,
“You're cut; Moran wing,” Nelson was
on hig feet, with blooa streaming from
his mouth and nostrils, loudly impor-
tunity the referee to permit him to
continue.
Nelson Forced the Fight.

Moran throughout, from the first
tap of the gonz, proved himself com-
plete master of the situation, and
there was not one round of the 11
fought which could be accredited to
Nelson The Dane was always the
ageressor, his evideny intention being

to force Moran to fight close. In this
Le was accommodated, but the bat-
tle was scarcely two rounds old he-

fore Moran showed that he, too, could
fisht at the RBattler's own game,
Round after round Moran would step
back, sldestep and dance around the
aggressive Dane, all the while shoot-
ing in =traight, forceful punches to
the jaw and head ane seldom recelyv-
ing a pubch In return
The Final Round.

The eleventh and final round
opened with neither fighter percepti
bly in distress, Moran, who appar-
ently had been biding his time for a
finishing blow, was given his chance

"unprotected jaw

rman to put Nelson out

when Nelson, with bowed head,
rushed into close quarters. Moran
flung his right forward, catching Nel-
son flush on the jaw, and down he
went to hls haunches for the count
of nine. It was the same kind of a
punch which several monthg ago
Tommy McCarthy received when he
was caught off his guard, subsequent
lv dylng as a result of the fizht, Nel-
son tottered to his reet bleeding and
glassy-eved. Moran stood back wall-
ing for him. Again the Briton's pow-
erful right shot out and once again
Nelson dropped to the mat. The per-
formance was thrice more repeated,
Moran each time reaching Nelson's
with his vight, and
at lasy the referce and timekeeper
counted the fateful 10,
Moran Turns a Handspring

When Referee Selig declared bim
the victor, Moran turned a handspring
into the arms of his seconds and
dashed from the ring withont a mark
to indicate that he had been In a
fight,

“I always knew [ could turn the
trick.” he later declared, "and you bet
1 feel proud to have been the first
Now I want
Wolgast. The sooner the match can
be made the better.”

Nelson Has His Excuses,

Nelson declared that he had been
counted ont prematurely. He said:

It lacked bup three seconds for
round to end, and I belleve that I
would have been as fresh as ever In
the next round. However, Moran de-
gserves all the credit He is a great
little fighter and will be able to hold
his own against eny of them."

Today’s contest was the flrst 20-
round battle held in this eity since
Jast June when Governor Glllett

stepped In and put a temporary stop
to fights of over 10 rounds duration,
and fight fans are hopeful of the fu-
ture

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 26—The
Navy, in a hard and clean game
football on Franklin field here this
afternoon, belore a large and enthusi
astic crowd, defeated thelr old rivals,
the Army, by 3 to 0

After six attempts to boot the ball
from placement over the West Point
goal line, Dalton, the sturdy halfback
ol the mldshipmen, succeaded on his b
seventh effort and the three points
which he had been striving for looked
#ood to the Navy and proved to be
sufficlent to win the game,

It was a preity kick, square between
the gozl posts and was made toward
ithe end of the last period of play.
The klck almost broke the Army's
hicart, but true to the traditions of the
teams that have fought for West Point
Lefore them, the Army stuck to itand
did not show the white feather.

Victory Deserved,

The Navy deserved the victory, for
the Midshipmen put up a sterling
game and outplayed the cadets from
1the inltial kick-olf down to the instant
when IFleld Judge Fultz iprew up his
land and declared the contest at an
end.

Of Dalton’s seven attemptls at goals
from the field three were wmade from
the 30-yard %ine, the last of which suc-
cceded; one from the 19-yard line, one
from 26 yards and another from 39,
and one mighty effort 51 yards from
the Army goal. All but three carried
to the goal line, but the stiff wind
from the northwest carried the ball to
one gide of the goal pusts

Dean, the star punter of the Army,
wade two attempte at field goals, one
1rom the 44-yard )ine and the other at
456 vards, but nefther kick came uear
o score,

The [requency with which resgort
was made to this method of attempt
ing to score was because ol the diffi-
culty each team had in advancing the
ball consistently.

Navy's Defense Great.

The midshipmen played 4 fine of-
iensive game, and there were fow
timies through the 60 minutes of ac-
tion that the midshipmen did not have
the cadets on the derensive

The game will go down In football
annals of West Point a8 one of the
cleanest and hest ever played between
the institutions. It was fougit before
vne of the largest crowds that ever
gathered on Franklin field Every
vtund was taxed to its capacity, the
private boxes were filled and a crush-
g mass of people choked up the
promenade that surrounded the four
sides of the gridiron

In the boxes were many flgures fa-
miliar in soclety circres of Washing-
ton, New York and Philadelphia. So
iar as could be observed, Secretary of
the Navy Meyer was the only mem-
ber of the cablnet present. He rooted
Lurd and successfully for the navy,
surrounded by a host of friends In the
north stand, where the mildshipmen
ghouted themselves hoarse for thelr
team,

Asslslant Secretary Winthrop and a
long lne of rear admirals, captains
and other officers, active and retired,
were also present to root for the Nayy.

Secretary Dickinson Absent,
In the south stand there was an

'n the absenee of Secretary of War
fiekinson, because of the death of his
cn, General Leonard Wood, chief of
taff, upheld the honor of the army.

The bux reserved for Mr Dickinson
bad been turned over to the friends
vhom the sceretary had invited, but
nost of them, out of respect to the
read of the war department, did not
appear,

The weather was almost perfect for
foothall, and the vast crowd, bedecked
in the black, gold and gray of the
Army of the Dblue and gold of the
Navy, with a generous sprinkling of
large yellow chrysanthemums, made a
brilliant and animatea picture. The
8ix companies of cadets, In thelr long,
gray coats and capes, and the 12 com
panles of mldehipmen, In navy blue
unilorms, made a (ine appearance as
they marched across the fleld prior to
the beginning of the game

The bands preceding the soldierly-
looking boys played lively tunes, and
at the sight of the future ofilcers of
the army and navy cheer after cheer
swepl the field.

Mascot Brings Luck.

The Navy goat was on hand, but for
some reason the old Army mule was
not to be scen,

The nearest that either side came to
scoring a touchdown was in the scc-
ond perlod, when Hiatt of the Army
lumbled one of Dalton's long punts
and Gilehrist fell on the ball on the
Army's 10-yard line. “Put {i over, put
It over,” came the cry from the fran-
tic midshipmen on the north stand
but just as the teams set themselves
lor @ mighty effort up went the timer's
hand the perlod was over,

After Dalton's klck that won the
game, his teammates hugged him and
danced about with dellght, while the
midshipmen In the stands sent up an
awiul din with thelr megaphones

Score Now Even,

The record between the two fnsti-
tutions stands seven vicworles each
and one tie

Following the close of the game,
there was the same kalelduscope pil
ture thal has followed previous Army-
Navy games. The 600 midshipmen as-
sembled in midfield, formed a cirele
oud rushed to the colors as the Navy
band added to the din by blaring out
patriolic musle

After the celebration was over, the
victorious midshipmen marched off
the field, slnging “The Siar-Spangled
Bonner.”
