Drad Sm Kmporallun,
Scientific observation Justifies the es¬

timate that a dally avta-ageof G.300.000
tons of water is received Into the Dead
sea from.the Jordan and other sources
during the year. During the rnlny sen-
¦on. says tbe Chicago Itecord-Herald,
the amount is very much greater; dur¬
ing the dry season it is of course very
much less, but' tllTa average will l>e
maintained year after year. There is
no outlet, and tbe level is kept down by
evaporation only, which ts very rapid
because of the intense heat, the dry_ot-,
mospbere and the dry winds which"are
constantly blowing dosro tbe porges"be¬
tween tbe mountains. This evaporation
causes a haze or tqlst fo ha'ug over the
lake at all times, and when It is-more
rapid than usual heavy clouds form
and thunderstorms sometimes rage with
great violence in tbe pocket between
the cliffs even In tbe dry season. A
flood of rain often falls upon tOe sur¬
face of the sea when the sun I4 sliln^"
ing, and tbe atmosphere. Is as dry as a
bone half a mile from the shore. The
mountains around tho Dead sea are
rarely seen with distinctness because
of this haze.
