If the glow
worm crushed and the face or hand*rubbet with It. luminous itrenks |:kithose xlnoed by phosphorus -will ap
near. ey shine more brightly In oxy¬
gen gas nd In nitrous acid.
The po -er of emitting luminous raysbelongs 1 several varieties of fly midthree spe. es of beetle of the genuselater. Oi . of the most brilliant ofthese Is the rreat lantern fly of SouthAmerica, which gives enough light toenable a in rson to read by the raysfrom a slni 'e insect Numerous classesof these it are found In Surinam,where they illuminate the darkness in

a most remarkable manner.
In some of ilie bogs of Ireland lives

a worm which gives oat a bright greenlight, a fitting color for the EmeraldIsle. There are many other kinds ofInsects which Iccome luminous In thedark.
Vet there are many curious instancesof phosphorescence In dead animalsand vegetnble i natter, the lobster

among crustaceans the whiting amongllshes and decayed wood being strikingexamples. Their .-mission of Ugttseems to depend, however, not uponputrefaction, for 11s this progressestheir luminosity d:t ilnlslies. but uponcertain unknown t tmospherlc condi¬tions. This phosphor ?scence of decayedmatter has been rcpirded as somewhatdifferent from the *kiw combustion ofphosphorus, but upon examination all
the chemical conditions are found to be
the same.
The strange phoitpl orescent qualityof some plants and flowers is not ex¬

actly the same as tbnt possessed byanimal matter, but it Is as nttle under¬
stood. It seems to be an absorption of
light nnd n subsequent II1n>ratlon of It
If a nasturtium is plucl.ed during sun¬
shine and carried into a dark room, the
eye, after it has reposed for a few mo¬
ments, will discover the flower by the
light emitted from Its Invos.
The phosphorescence oi the sea is due

to a living animal, which gives out its
light under nervous excitement, as
wbeu it is stirred by the- motion of a
passing vessel.

than 1.000,000. Thlg great number of
human beings, living a life which a
normal person cannot conceive, is des¬
tined to increase because of the tend¬
ency of these people to marry persons
lalwring under the same disability.Examination of the records of 4.300
marriages of deaf persons shows 9 perceut of the children to be deaf, while
only one-tenth of 1 per cent of tie off¬
spring of au equal number of mar¬
riages of normal persons are likely to
be afflicted with doarocss. Deaf par¬
ents whose relatives are not deaf run
no greater chances or having deaf chil¬
dren tl:un persous who can hear, but In
the ease of normal persons In whose
families there are members who are
deaf the danger of deaf children Is, ac-
eording to I'rofessor E. A. Kay, who
bus studied the question, just as great
as iinjong deaf people. .
