“It's strange,” suaid the clerk, “how
many people come in here to buy am-
ber beads.  We used to keep a stock on
hand, but there wun‘no money in it for
us, tud we gnve it up.” The clerk was
well Informed on the subject and went
on to tell something about amber that
was Interesting Indeed. “XYou know,
it is an old supérstition,” Le continued,
“that a string of amber beads around
o chlll’s throat will keep- off throat
troubies unil especlally croup. Doctors,
of course, poolipooh the idea. but moth-
ers will swear by the beads.  Wheth-
er there s really anything in it or not
L cannot tell, but I wust say that peo-
pke testlfy to the fact thit these beads
do wonderful good in throat troubies.
and it s venily facts that count.

“You Lnow, *the idea is an old oneg,
and nmwbor was known before the
Chiristinn ern.  History says that Pop-
picn mude Nero dress thé amphithea-
tel at Rome with amber and had bro-
ken pleces strewn In the arenn to pre-
vent the infections odor ofthe common
people from reaching ber when at the
games during an epldemic. The Turks
were the first to use amber as a mouth-
pieee for pipes, owing to its alleged
quallty of not carrying infection. -Such
monihpleces were first fitted to fhe
public pipes—those which were pussed
from mouth to mouth.

“Few people know where amber real-
Iy is found, buot most of it comes from
Prussia, and some from France and
Norwny. Guthering of nmber iz Do
oliild’s play, but Is fraought with priva-
tidn, hard work and dsuger. The moth-
or whose baby wears a string of beads
knows Hitle of the risks-that wero run
to get the yellow gum. In olden times
the amber used (o be gnthered after

the wenltl: which lay-at the Lottom.of
the kbore water. The men would then
venture up to their necks in the surf,
and with long poles, heving hooks on
the end=they would rake up the pleces
of amber and carry them in to shore.

“This §s now much simplified, and
we no longer wait for storms, but in-
stead divers are employed, who go to
the bottom of the sea aod dednch the
rlch deposita, When the amber luis
been washed and the pebbles lLave
been picked out. 1t is passed into re-
volving drums with n certain amount
of sand, whicli scrubs off the outer
surface. It is then sorted Into about
a dozen different varletles, according
to color amd shuape. Fiat pleces are
used for smokers' goods.  Iound pleces
go to moke up bends and fragments
for varnish.
