questions of the highest, suite policy, tc

those affecting the humblest citizen, Is¬
sue* of life, liberty, property and prop¬
erty rights, and the orderly pursuit of

happiness, the preservation and main-
tnance of the peace and welfare of the
people of the sure.

The scope of their -snauenee and the

magnitude and burden of their obliga¬
tions and responsibilities grow with the
increase and activity of industrial and
commercial development. Hence the

necessity for the multiplication of the
circuits and circuit judges and thus the
union of Harrison and Lewis counties in
one circuit.
As there is but one supreme law of

the land, there can be but one, and
therefore, there must, -and, as long «w

there is virtue and honesty and pru¬
dent and wise citizenship, there can

be but one just and equitable construc¬
tion, interpretation and application bf
that law, and that construction, inter

pretation and application alike in al.'
cases, in w<hicli the issues arc the same

or similar, no matter wbo t?be person
or what the interest.
Many years ago, Hooker, in. order tc

impart his idea of the dignity, scope
and impartiality of law, -uses this lan
gfuage, perhaps familiar to many of you:

"Of law there can be no less acknotv
ledged than that her seat is the boson'
of God, Jier voice the Jiarmony of the
world; all things in heaven and earth
do her homage, tho very least as feeling
her care, the greatest as not exempt
from her power, both angels and men

and creattures of what condition soever

though each in different sort and man¬

ner, yet all with uniform consent, ad

miring her as the mother of peace ami
joy."
Natural and divine laws uniformly

n fleet all alike and without respect tc

persons, inflict the same quality, meas

lire and degree of punishment upon the

transgressor. Human laws demand like
uniformity, immuatbility and impartial
ity.
It is -then the duty, the imperative

rluty, the sacred, solemn obligation of

t'he individual citizen -to preserve an*.'
[>ersevere in the preservation of tin

sanctity, purity and honesty of tin
x>urt« of justice established by hi*
*tate and the general government from
the highest to the most humble.
No influence, no possible calamity

nothing of any character. can so cer

tainly, quickly and indubitably threaten

impair or subvert our American insti¬
tutions and shake the foundations of

our American liberties as a corrupt 01

'orruptible judiciary, but so long a?

the judiciary is maintained in purity
md enforces the law with regularity
promptness and efficiency, free from

luspicious influences, however occult 01

secret, and retains and deserves to re

a in, the implicit confidence and respect
>f the citizenship, whatever else may

lappen. whatever else threaten, the

government of the people, for the people
md by the people will be preserved.
Therefore, and in order that the court

nay not be the subject of animadiver-
uon, the judge, whether circuit or ap¬
pellate. state or federal, should be jusf
tnd. liberal, firm in his conviction of

ight and wrong, courageous and stead

fast in the discharge of every judieia*
obligation, without fear, favor, partial¬
ity, bias or prejudic. knowing neither
friend nor foe. «social or political, but

having in view that proper admin istra

tion of justice which will promote the

general welfare and good order of so

.iety and will deal justly, equitably and

honestly between litign.nt«*. Neithei
favoritism nor enmity should mark his

conduct.
To him all laws and violations should

appear alike except so far .as the sta¬

tute declares a difference in degree of

punishment whatever may be the law

violated. He should not discriminate
between laws except where that discrim¬

ination is justified by the law ami

practice in proceedings under it. In

other word*, all laws and all violations-'
should have and receive, at his hands

just, fair, conscientious and fcarles?
consideration and treatment. He must

observe that orderly procedure approve®
by long linage, which, in case** of vio

lat.ions, consist of 1111 indictment by a

grand jury, a fair and honest, trial in

the ordinary course of judicial investi¬

gation. and, if conviction follows, he

should mete out that reasonable and sal¬

utary measure of Justice properly ap

pljeable to such cases, and, in so doing
should, be moved neither by passion noi

by prejudice for or against the accused
whatever may bo the law violated. N<
man should demand more, nor be satis-
tied with leis*. No just judge will grant
more or refuse less. He should nevei

be unwilling to grant the fullest meas

urc or assurance, thai., in a proper ani

conscientious discharge of judicial ob

ligations there should not be a reason*

able suspicion of impropriety. Every
appearance of evil, and every means

susceptible of suspicious influence
should be sedulously avoided, so that

every finding and judgment, far a?

possible, may meet thte approval of 'the

impartial, intelligent observer and fully
tceord with the most refined sense of

judicial integrity.
Thus I have bought to impart, briefly

my ideas of the dignity of the official

position for wlilch you have so kindly
>-hosen me, and of the obligations to be

tmoumed by him who shall be chosen

by the people to fill that position, and
to assure you and the electors of the

thirteenth judicial circuit, that, if thai

¦.hoice should designate roe, my honest
md constant effort will be not to swerve

or falter from the faithful observance of

the busine« of tfee court with
promptness «nd energyt free from .tow
or prejudice for or against any person
or interest, whoever or whatever that
person oar interest may ue, to carefully
examine int? and fully consider all
cases presented for determinatioi:
whether civil or criminal, and pass upon
decide the #*me, as in. my judgment the
law and facts "hall warrant and shall
seem reasonable, just, honest and fair
having due regard for the rights, liber
ties and privileges of the entire c&tizent
ship, and in every respect, to deal justly,
fairly and honorably, without fear 01

favor, partiality bias or prejudice en¬

deavoring always to heed the advice of
Moses to the Judges *n Isreal namely:
"Hear the causes between your brethren
and judge rigfliteously between every
man and his brother and the strangei
that is with him. Ye shall not respect
persons in judgment but ye shall heal
.the small as well as the great and that
which is altogether just shalt thou fol
low."
To accomplish this X -shall invite and

hope to receive your a»d ana support and
that of the public generally and spec¬
ially the aid and support of the member.f
of the har.~upon whose fidelity. learning
and ability the court* must rely and
whose aid and suport 1 shall always wel¬
come. In return, I will cheerfully ac¬

cord them the" fullest measure of my
confidence and esteem. They and eacbj
of them, whether strong in the con¬

fidence of victories earned and won or

trembling with the timidity incident -to
first experiences at tlie bar, all alike,
shall have candid, frank and friendly
treatment upon all occasions ami in all
cases in court anil out of court.
