Regulations for tlie Government of
the Primary Election of the RepublicanParty to be held in HarrisonCounty on the 27th day of
Sept., 190G.
At a meeting cf the Republican

Executive Committee for Harrison
County, West Virginia, held on the
10th day of Sept., 1906, at Clarksburg,the following rules and regulationson motion duly made and
econded were unanimously adopted
and passed by said committee.

1. The primary elction shall
e held at the places for holding
general elections in the several
ministerial districts, except as herenaftrprovided and at such other
places as the County Executive
Committee may designate, and tiie
polls shall be open from 12 :3© p. m.

until 7:00 p. m.. on the day abovepecified.And only members of the
Republican party, who shall, at the
ext ensuing general election
qualified to vote, shall vote at said
primary election, and no person
hall be entitled to vote save in the
lection precinct in which he resides.ex-cent as hereinafter provid-
ed.

2. The name- of all candiflntes
hat have been properly presented to
the Executive Committee shall ho
rinted on each ticket under the r<

peetiveheadings of the position for
which they are candidates: the votershall erase the names of all candidatesexcept those for whom lie
desires to vole. Jio voter shall vote
for more candidates for any one officethan are io he nominated for
such office, and if any voter shall do
so his hullot for that particular officeshall not be counted.
The election shall he by ballot

presented by the voter in person;
and shall he conducted at the voting
places hereinafter provided, by three
commissioners to lie named arid
selected by the two members of the
Executive Cohimitte for all the votingplace? within their respective
magisterial districts; one of tile said
eommissoiiers. so named -hall pers.form the duties of clerk in the eonVducting of said election ; and should
