) An official of tlje National museum
at Washington who has made mai«y
trips abroad in the Interest of that institutionstates that In South Americanforests the butterflies and the birds
are equally brilliant in their colors, but
that the butterflies, being weaker, fart

- a prey to the birds. One very bright
. hoed species of butterfly, however, is

> not disturbed by the birds on account
p of the disagreeable odor that It emits.

Singularly enough, some other groups
"

of butterflies, which resemble in color
1 the species just described, also escape

persecution by the birds, although they
emit no odor. It Is evident that the
similarity of color deceives the birds,
and thus serves as a shield for the but-terflies. This sort of mimicry of color

x and form, which naturalists call "protectiveresemblance." is not very uncommonamong insects.
Another form of "protective rescm'blance" which exhibits much- contrlv- j

nnce and skill is sometimes fouml t

among birds. Some birds hide* their
eggs among stones that resemble the I
eggs in form and color. The little "bottletit" in England weaves a bottle
shaped tiest out of moss, lichens and

spiders' webs, and when placed In a

tree or bush The nest so closely resemblesits surroundings that it can liariliy
bo detected. The color and appearance
of the nest are imitations of the provailingcolor and appearance of tuu

particular tree In which It Is placed.
