The deer season has oi>ened in
West Virginia^ for and contin¬
ues until DeceniTier 1">. The law,
however, does not create much en¬
thusiasm among hunters as theie
are few deer in the state, and prac-I iically all of those are in the South-
era and Eastern section of the state,
To hag a deer is the aim of every
good sportsman, but they are so few
in West Virginia that our nimrods

I go to Maine and other points for
this prize game.

There is plenty of quail, however,
and it is of more interest to sports¬
men to announce that the quail
season opens November 1. The
quail season is short, lasting only
until December. 20. The season for
rabbits, squirrel and all other kinds
of game is now on and many sports¬
men are bagging large quantities
of game.
The following limitations, placed

by the state game laws on the Ima¬
ging of game, should be of interest
to the sportsmen: one person being
allowed to bag the following num¬
bers:

Quail, twelve in one day.
Deer, two in one season.
Running deer with dogs prohib¬

ited.
Hunting with ferrets prohibited.
Eggs of all nesting birds protect¬

ed.
All "non-game" birdj. not essen¬

tially predatory upon the destruct¬
ion of the agricultural products of
man are protected the entire eyar.

Non-residence license $15, and $1
recording fee.
