Railway Brotherhoods IndorseAnn Arbor Judgment
and Adopt It.

NEW YORK, Oct. 2S.William S.
Boate, of Pittsburg, a representative
and legislative committeeman of Division201. Order of Railway Conductors.has sent out a letter to membersof his organization to remind
them of liow Chief Arthur o? the j
Brotherhood of Railway Engineers,
agreed frith the ruling made by
Judge Taft in the so-called Ann Arbor
case, and in accordance with it was

instrumental In having one of the,
rules of the brotherhood abolished.
The ease was heard April 2, 1893.

The Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineersand firemen were on strike
for higher wages on the Toledo and
Ann Arbor Railway. Acting under
Rule 12 of the organization, an engineeron the Lake Shore and Michi-f
gnn Southern refused to handle cars

coming from the Ann Arbor road.
Rights of Free Contract.

An injunction was asked for against
Chief Arthur, ordering him to suspendrule 12. providing for such a

sympathetic strike. Chief Arthur accordinglysuspended It.
Judge Taft held that tfie rule violatedthe interstate commerce law.

Judge Taft. however, also held that
subordinates enjoyed the right of free
contract, the service being terminableat the option of either party, and

enforcement of personal service
against he will of either employer or

employe. He declared on the other
hand, that no man should leave his
employment at a- time or place where
by so doing he would endanger life
or -property.

Chief Arthur's brotherhood cut article12 completely from its by-laws,
and railroad men perceived that the
court was right.
This is shown clearly by the "I-ocomotiveEngineers' Monthly," in Its

issue of September. 1908, in an articlefrom which the following is an

extract:
Tuft's Decision Approved.

"That Rule 12 was in positive violationof section 10 of the Interstate
Commerce* law will hardly he questionedby any one. The Ann Arbor
case is not one that furnishes the objectionablefeatures through which
we may bias public opinion in securingthe much desired regulation of
injunctons in labor disputes."
