Crilé’s advocacy of a free school
book law, when, as a matter of ra.c_t.[
such a law was already upon  the
statute books it ls mot out of order
to inguire whether or not any of ths
measures, mentioned by Labor, are
already laws:: Mr. Crile did mot ap-
pesr to know much about the frez
book law. How ‘much does he know
about the other laws?™

Theyaw relating to free text hooks
‘as nowxprovided is as follows:

‘“The board of education, on tha
order of the teacher, may at their
discretion purchase out of the build-
fng fund of the district the necas-
sar= text books for pupils whose par-
enis are not financially able to pro-
vide them: but such purchase shall
not exceed pne dollar in amount per
year, for each chlld so supplied with
t‘:ooka." (Code Ed. 1906) Sec. 1579,

In view of the above statute, the
Telegram respectiully inguires of
the -editor of the Exponent it he
knows of any self-respecting Ameri-
can citizeg that desires his children
to be pauperized; also, if he believes
that a suficient amount of text
books can be purchased for each
pupil at the rate of one dollar per
year, as limited by the statute. It
{s only fair that when one comes be-
fore the public with a statement, he
should state the whole truth or no
truth at all

The editor of the Exponent, Ly his
very nature, birth and training, as a
maltter of course, is not in favor of
free text Looks, neither is he in fa-
vor of the free school sy¥siem as is
any of the old Virginia Democracy.
which is nothing more than the old
Virginia arlstocracy, not in favor of
it.

Afr. Crile not only believes in our
free school system, but he also be-
lleves in the compulsory school law.
fFurther than this, he also believes
that it Is only fair to the citizens of
the state that, when parents are
compelled to send their children to
school, the state shall equalize all
by progiding free text books. This
can be done more cheaply and eco-
nomically to the individual by the
state's furnishing the books, and no
American citizen will be compelled
to have his pride humiliated, in case
of financial misfortune coming to
him, by being compelled to have his
children classed as plupers.

Mr, Crile Is for free text.  books
first,.last and all the time. He is for
free and equal rights and equal
opportunities to all who dwell un-
der the American flag. Upon these
depend the stability of free govern-
