SAN iFHAjaOiaOO, Calif.. April 6.

Peace propognnda 1b beginning to
make some progress in Japan, accordingto 'Baron d'Estournelles lie
Constant, the dlstinftuished French
scholar :who has ibeen advocating the
cause of international conciliation'
during an extended tour or this
country.
"One of our objects," he said In a

speech, "is to establish connections
in all countries so us to obtain acceptancefor our ideas under the
auspices or the most eminent men.
Japan is in the throes of a serious1
crisis. .No one has a greater admirationthan ourselves for the

the heroic ibravery of her people and
her high moral aspirations. But at1
the same time her future inspires
uneasiness in U3 and others. She'
might exercise a magnificent moral!
and civilizing influence not only in
the Far East but in the.'world. Will
