ST. LOUIS, Feb. 13..St. Louis
was nearly snowbound as a result of
a blizzard that started late yesterday
afternoon and which at 10 o'clock]
this morning w»s at its height.

Street cars on all routes wore;
blocked and persons who usuall take,
thirty minutes to get from their;
homes to work were on the cars from
an hour to an hour and a half. Ev-'
ery fourth or fifth car carried men

.with shovels who got off frequently;
and cleared the tracks so the cars
could proceed.

At 9 o'clock the weather bureau
showed that 10 inches of snow had
fallen. Three thousand men
were employed in the terminal yards
to keep the tracks clear but despite:
their efforts hundreds of switches
were frozen this morning.
Many through trains were held for

hours before they could get into the
train shed. To prevent accidents, the
passengers were not permitted to
leave the cars.

Postmaster General Burleson has

ordered that in the future mail with
insufficient postage shall no longer be

held up pending receipt from the ad¬
dressee of stamps to make up the de¬
ficit. The order however, provides
for the collection of double tha
amount of the de&clt when delivery
is made. The following official order
on this matter has beqn promulgated:

"Order No. 7,801.Paragraph 11,
Section 511. Postal Laws and Regula¬
tions, edition of 1913, is amended to

read as follows:
"Letters and post or postal cards

may be dispatched whether, or not
any postage is prepaid theredn. Oth¬
er articles shall not be dispatched un¬

less prepaid at least in part, and In
all cases of insufllciqjttt prepayment
double the amount of the deficiency
shall be collected pf tfie addressee.
The option of no prepayment or of
part payment of postage does not ap¬
ply, however, to either letters oh<Ul>-
