Tbe discovery of foot-and-mouth Infectionin the stockyardB ofninecities.Chicago,Pittsburg, Indiapapolls,Louisville, Buffalo, Cincinnati,
Columbus, Jersey City and Baltimore
.which has resulted in the closing
of these stockyards until they have
been thoroughly disinfected, is regardedby the federal authorities as

undoubtedly a setback in their campaignto eradicate the'plague butyls
considered to be by no means as seriousa matter as If the disease bad
broken out in stock held on the
farmm All the cattle affected were
destined for immediate slaughter at
various points. No stockers or feederswere included among them. The
infection therefore has been laid over
a trail that runs in straight easilytracedlines from city to city. The
stamping out of it Is principally a
matter of disinfecting all cars used
in these shipments and all yards
through which they have passed.

Purchasers
cattle for slaughter in territoi
where there is reason to suspect-tl
existence pt the disease, purchase
their own risk, and there is no re:
son why the government should ii
sure them against the possibility
loss. For the government to do th
would be in fact to put a premlu
upon the reckless buying of suspec
ed' animals and make the task of u
timately eradicating the disease mu<
-harder. Inspectors have also be<
warned against the possibility th
stock ostensibly intended for imm
diate slaughter might be diverted f
sale as feeders and stockers, ai
they have been instructed to see th
all such stock is slaughtered witho
delay.
