"Whoso¬
ever shall play for money or other
valuable things at any game with
cards_shall be fined not less than
$10.00 and not to exceed $100.00.'
Gambling, in other words, is defined,
"Whenever property, however small,
changes hands over the luck at cards."

"5th. My fifth objection to card
playing is the euchre deck is the tool,
(for the gambler.

I have been
in hundreds of saloons and gn«nbling
hells of this country trying to lead
men to a better life and I never saw
men have anything but that same
kind of card board many of you have
in your homes and teaching your chil¬
dren to use. When you are teaching
;vour children to play cards, you are

putting into their hands, that which
has ruined thousands and brought
them down to nameless graves of
suicides. A mother does not know-
when she lets her children niatricu-
late in the parlor to learn to play
cards where they will graduate in the
game, whether on the gallows, elec¬
tric chair, or a brothel. Billy Sunday
¦says. 'It is estimated on nood author¬
ity that 900 gamblers out of every
thousand have learned to play cards
at home and that 75 gamblers out of
every hundred declare their parents
are members of the church. God
help the church to wash her hands
clean from the Influence and the
curse of the card table.

Theater.
"I shall not speak about the theater

as an ideal institution, nor what she
was in the past, but what the theater
is today.

Many people are so har¬
dened to the nastiness of the theater
that they are no longer judges of'
what is decent or indecent. They
have lost all sense of modesty or "de-
cency. They are no longer shocked
'at what they gee and hear. They sit
jwith unblushed cheeks and are only
thrilled by something exceedingly.
(Vulgar and breezy. I condemn the
theater today on the ground of the
bill-boards. The bill-boards are the
bills of'fare: they-tell us partly what
is to be seen and heard in the play¬
house. It the average show is as bad
