2 bag of cement weighs 94 pounds,
47 pounds of oil, or about 2 I
quarts, should be added for each bag
of cement used in the mixture. The
isand and cement should te first mixed
with the proper amount of water into
a stiff mortar, to which s added the
correct amount of oil, and the whole
mass again thoroughly mixed until all
traces of oil have disappeared. Far-
ticular <are should be taken to in-
sure that the oil is thoroughly incor-
porated in the mixture and the time
of mixing should e particularly
double that when the oil is mot used.
For this reason =a continmous mixer
should mnot be used in oil-cement—
concrete work as it is difficult with
this type of machine to increase the
time of mixing sufficiently. ¥

The kind of oil is also important
apd the following technical speci-
fications are suggested in the bul-
letin in order to prevent the wuse of
certain oils which might tend to im-
pair the strength of the mortar or the
concrete.

(1) The oil shall be a fluid pet-
roleum product and shall contain no
sdmixture of fatty or .vegetable o©fils.

(2) It shall have a specific gravity

ture of 250c..

(3) It shall show a flash point of
not less than 1500C. by the <losed-
cup method. -

(4) When 240cc. of the oil is heated
in an Tngler viscosimeter to 30c C.,
and maintained at that temperature
{for -at least three minutes, the first
100 cc. which flows out shall show
a specific viscosity of mot less than
15 nor more than 30.

(5) When one part of the oil is
shaken up with 2 parts of hundredth
normal caustic soda. there shall be no
emulsification, and upon allowing the
mixture to remain quiet the two com-
ponents shall rapidly separate in dis-
tinet layers.

For practical use the addition of
oil will be found particularly useful
in the <construction of (Mbasement
foors and walls. Many of these now
in _existence are continually damp and
snch 2 condition m=ay be remedied by
the application of an oil-mixed Toor-
tar coat to the old surface. A mor-
tar composed of one part of cement
and .two parts sand and containing
five per cent of oil should be suffi-
clently non-absorbent for this pur-
pose. : :

prove of considerable practical value
in the conservation of water. In the
construction of barns. +where oil-
mixed concrete is msed, the interior
will be mnoticeably drier than when
ordinaTy concrete is used. OWwing
to their durability, cleanliness. and
resistance to fire, concrete barns are
becoming more and mmore popular, but
they suffer from the disadvantage that
during a long beating raln the side
walls are inclined to absorb much
molsture, which ultimately penetrates
into the interior. The addition of
ol to the extent of five per cent
of the weight of cement in the con-
crete used In the side 'walls obviates
this objection. Barn floors can also
‘be constructed in the same wWay - with
aivantage. A damp-proof floor is
warmer because of the lack of evapo—
ration . from  its surface, and it is
also more .sanitary than an ordinary
concrete fioor. because of its mon-ab-
sorbent character.
