NATURAL GASMEN
~~

HERE TO ORGANIZE
West Virginia Natural Gas As¬

sociation for Promotion and
Protection of Interests.

A hundred or more natural gas pro¬
ducers and distributors of the etate
gathered in the assembly hall of the
Waldo hotel Tuesday afternoon and
organized the "West VlrgiTria Natural
Gas Association.
The meeting was called to order by

Edwin Robinson, a gas producer of
Fairmont, who had taken a leading
part in bringing it about and who ex¬

plained the purpose of the organiza¬
tion. He said its prime object would
be that of maintaining a publicity bu-(
reau to the end that the general pub-,
lie may be .better informed as to con-,
ditions in the gas producing industry ]
in West Virginia. The public, even
the gas producers themselves, would
be surprised, he said, upon learning
the amount of money invested in the
industry in tie state, the amount paid
out in wages and the service per-
formed.
Another proposed object. Mr. Roi>-

inson said, was that of annual meet¬
ings which would be of an educational
as well as a fraternal nature and at
which Scientific papers by producers,
distributors and supply men would
be read and modern appliances dis¬
cussed. Other objects, included prop¬
er representation before state officials,
commissions, the legislature with the
view of receiving more Just considera¬
tion regarding the enactment of laws
and the imposition of taxes, and thejview of greater familiarity with state,
laws, commission rulings and the like,
and stricter compliance with them.
Mr; Robinson called Melvln G.

Sperry to the chair as temporary-
chairman and the latter entertained
motions for the appointment of a tem¬
porary secretary with the result that
Mr. Robinson was chosen.
A motion carried to have the chair

appoint a committee of three for the
purpose of determining the number of
officers to be chosen and another com¬
mittee of three for the purpose of
drafting
A motion carried to have the chair¬

man appointed a committee of three
to nominate officers and another com¬
mittee of three to draft a constitution
and by laws. Upon the nominating
committee. Mr. Sperry appointed H.
A. aWlIace, of Charleston: BlanejMoore, of Fairmont and Frank B.
Haymaker, of Clarksburg; and upon
the committee on constitution and by!
laws he appointed all lawyers, name-'
ly. Osman E. Swartz. of Clarksburg:
Joseph Gates. Jr., of Pitts-burg; and
John Marshall!, of Parkersburg. J
John Cerrard. of Columbus. Oj.

president of the Ohio Natural Gas
Association, was introduced and he
delivered an address in which he told
of the objects and accomplishments of
the Ohio association.

Fraudulent Use of Telegraph

Lines in Securing Trans¬
fers of Money.

NEW YOtRK, June SO..It Is offi¬
cially announced here that vigorous
st«*ps are to be taken by the tele¬
graph officials to asssit putolci prosecu¬
tors to stamp out the rracuient use

of telegraph lines In securing money
transfers.

In the case of R. E. Miles, a United
States army man. -who was arrested
some time ago for such a fraud, the
Western T'nion Telegraph Company
has secured his conviction and sen¬

tence of four years In prison.
On December 16, 1914 Miles sent

a telegram from San Francisco, ad¬
dressed to Pierre P. Kerry, Seattle.
Wash., stating that he haa Just ar¬
rived on the transport "Sherman"
and -was "broke." and asKzng Ferry to
¦wire tim some money for expenses.
To this message he signed the name
of "Herbert." intending that the ad¬
dressee should think that the mes¬

sage was sent by one Herbert H. Koy.
¦who had been a comrade of Miles in.
the Philippines. Both Miles and Fer¬
ry -were enlisted men. On December
17. Miles sent a similar message to
Ferry, asking specifically for $200
more, to "Herbert H. JFoy" at San
Francisco, and Miles, "with the aid of
letters and communications, which
he had stolen, from the real Foy, se¬
cured both sums.

WOIITO I HM ^
Are Thirteen Per Cent of the

Wen Hit Since the War
Began iirEurope.

.PARaS, June 30..It is estimated,
according to the latest figures that
thirteen per cent of eke- men-hit since
the inauguration of the war of
trenches are wounded, in the head.
Doctor Deatu and Deuraigne recom-
mend the use of metallic skull caps
as a protection. Of fifty-five soldiers
¦wounded in the head treated by. Dr.
Detzraigne, forty-two had no snch
protection, and twenty-three of these
suffered from fractures and. nineteen
from scalp wounds. The remaining
thirteen were provided with metallic
skull caps and five or these were only
slightly ¦wounded. Dr. Deuraigne de¬
clares that the officers and surgeons
are favorable to this protection and
if the soldiers are hostile it is be¬
cause oni>" two or three, sizes are
made and in most cases fit badly.
