PETITION PLEDGES
70 BE CIRCULATE;

By Prohibition State Committee,
in Efford to Keep on
Ballots.

For the purpose of devising ways
and means to keep the Prohibition
party of West Virgi=fa from being
dropped from the election ballots
through the operation of the new
state primary election law, & special
meeting of thé partiy’s state execu-
tive committee was held Thursday at
the Parsons hotel in this city.

“The. Prohibition party,”” declared
the Rev. J. W. Bedford, of Parsons,
the ‘State chairman, “is determined
not only to surveve bu. to press its
work harder than ever.””

Must Ignore Primaries.

The committee decided to circulate
among members of the party pledges
not to take part in primaries of other
parties and to sign petitions for nom-
inees so as to get their names on the
ballots. The new primary law denles
places on, the election ballots to canai-
dates of a party that had not at the
last election polled at least five per
cent of the total vote, except the can-
didates for presidential electors and
for judgeships. In most  cases this
knocks the party off the ballot un-
less the pefition method is used.

Efforts in the next campaign, by or-
der of the committee, will be concen-
trated upon candidates for Congress
and the state legislature, although it
is purposed to have county and tsate
tickets in the fleld., provided this can
be done by the petition method.

The committee arranged to have the
Rev. G. W. Ogden, of Beckley, do field
work continuously for the party from
the present time until the end of the
next campaign. He will go to Wetzel
county at once and work in behalf
of the party there.
