The basis of the in-
dustry of the Charlerol district were
its smelters and iron-working [fae-
tories. Here, within two miles of
the city, the iron works of Coulllet
turned out one-third of all the caste
iron produced in Belgium. Large
.nail factories. glass works both for
blown and plate glass, and a num-
her of lesser industries throve. There
was a large increase of immigrationd
from Northern France into the re-
glon, and the famous forest of
Caesar’s time was fast shrinking to
a mere clissical memory. f

Named After King.

“Charlerof was founded in 1666,
and named after the willful sover-
eign, Charles II,: of Spain, by lts
Span'sh governor Roderigo. It lles
upon the Sambre, and its communi-
cations with France and with the
commercial centers of its own coun-
try' are excellent. By the treaty
of Aix-la-Chapelle, it became French
and was fortified. by the renowned
Vauban. The little city twice with-
stood the might  of Willlam of
Orange.

“There (s a strong French element
in the city's eharacter..Many French-
men were in dits mills and factories,
and French peasant families grew
much of the Charleroi’s produce in
the comparatively thin soils of the
region. In 1894, it fell again into
the hands of the French, later to be-
come Dutch and. finally Belgian. Wel-
lington, the best-remembered war-
lord arhong the Belgians, directed the
re-fortification of the city in 1818.
The Germans found the city’s de-
fense negligible when they swept
over the place in August, 1914."
