The furious efforts of the Austro-

German armies along the eastern
front in the last twenty-rour Hours
have not been as fruitful as usual in
respect of the amount of ground
gained, which is taken to mean that
they have now reached the dreaded
swamp region. German and Austrian
reports state that further advances
have been achieved both n°rth and
south of Brest-Lltovsk and that the
Fulva river line has been passed. Aus¬
trian cavalry has entered Kovel and
is said to be advancing to the north.

TOO MANY GOVERNORS
IN MOSTOF THE STATES

Executive Work Should Be Done
by Individuals and Not

by Boards.
(ar Aiiocuno FRkatl

BOSTON, Alass., Aug. 25..Gover¬
nor Wlnheld d. Hammond, of Minne¬
sota, who addressed Lhe (iovernord
Conference here today on "Efficiency
and Economy in State Government."
said that one reason for the present
aick of efficiency was that, in effect,
most states azie several governors
instead of one. Enumerating the
various state commissions and boards
which have come into being as a

part of the executive department of
a state administration, he said:

"All this has resulted in giving
the state not one governor but a

number of governors, one ot whom is
elected, the others appointed by var¬

ious boards and commissions. The
governor of the atate bears the same
relationship to many of these boards
as he bears to the courts, and it is
fundamental that the executive and
the judicial departments shall be in¬
dependent of each other. If a judge
resigns, the governor may appoint
his successor, bo if one of these
members should resign, the governor
could appoint his successor, but he
has about as much to do with the pol¬
icies and the work of these boards as

he has with the hearing and deter¬
mination of cases of law.

Little Coordination.
"There is little or no coordination

between these various bodies. In¬
spectors, examiners, investigators,
and employes of these various gov¬
erning bodies, busy in the perform¬

ance of their duties, are traveling
over the state, some times several of
them descending at the same time
upon a little hamlet of two or three
hundred inhabitants, where all exam¬
inations and investigations for all
of the state departments could be
done by an able-bodied man In half
a day. Salaries and traveling ex¬

penses are continually increasing,
while in political campaigns the cry
for cconomy goes merrily on.

"In Minnesota for some time there
has been a feeling that there should
be a thorough reorganization of these
various offices, that tbey should be
included in the executive department,
and should be under the control and
direction of the executive himself or

department officers selected by him.
My predecessor in office appointed a

commission of thirty citizens of the
state, known as the "Efficiency and
Economy Commission." They were
asked to make a study of our system
of state government and to suggest
changes, if needed, to make the gov¬
ernment an efficient one and an econ¬
omical one.
"The members of this body made

a report to the last legislature and
presented a proposed bill of enact¬
ment into law.

Board System Wrong.
"Referring to the board system,

the commission said:
" 'Students in political science are

all agreed that executive work should
be done by Individuals and not by
boards. The average citizen has come
to the same conclusion. The board
system tends to delay and inefficiency.
It dissipates responsibility. No one

WASHINGTON, Aug. 25 Presi¬
dent Wilson has been informed un¬

officially- from sources close to Count
von Burnstorf, the German ambassa¬
dor, that the next communication
from Berlin on the sinking of the
White Star liner Arabic will be of a

character satisfactory to the United
States.

Coming close on the telegram
which the ambassador forwarded to
the state department yesterday bv
direction of his government, declar¬
ing it was not the intention of Ger¬
many that any American lives should
be sacrificed In the sinking of the'
ship, this devlopment was regarded
as indicating that Germany woui'l
make^ some proposal satisfactory to
the United States respecting vessels
purely of passenger carrying nature,

i Officials are at a loss to conjecture
what the German government will
propose but the assurances that
there is every desire in Berlin to
avoid a break with the United States
has relieved the situation very much.

Heretofore Germany has contend¬
ed that neutral lives could not in¬
sure a belligerent ship against attack
especially those carrying war muni¬
tions. In reply to the first Lusltania
note Germany proposed to designate
certain ships which would be guar¬
anteed against attack but the Amer¬
ican government flatly rejected that
proposal. Officials were eager to
know what position Germany would
now take without surrendering It*
contended right to submarine war¬
fare against enemy commerce.

NO OFFICIAL NEWS OF
SINKING OF THE ARABIC

BERLIN, Aug. 25..The American
ambassador, James W. Gerard, called
on foreign minister von Jagow last
evening and asked for information
concerning the sinking of the steam¬
ship.Arabia. Mr. Gerard learned that
the government had no officials news
on the subject.

Peace must be a permanent one.

Germany's opponents must not be
permitted to acquire any German ter¬
ritory.

Most favored nation clauses should
be introduced into peace treaties with
all belligerents.

Tariff walls should be removed.
So far as possible freedom of the

seas should be established, the right
of capture abolished and "narrows
important for the world's commerce"
should be Internationalized.

Austria and Turkey must not be
weakened.

Annexations of foreign territories
violate the rights of peoples to self
rule and weaken internal strength and
harmony of the German nation.

Therefore "we oppose all plans of
this sort of short-sighted politicians
favoring conquest."

Finally the party demands the es¬

tablishment of an international court
to which all future conflicts of nations
may be submitted.
